Fiscal year 2008 defense-related spending is directly or
indirectly responsible for $58.1 billion, or 7.5 percent, of
Florida’s gross state product of $775 billion.

Defense-related spending is estimated to responsible for over
$64.8 billion in 2010, and $67.7 billion in 2013.

Fiscal year 2008 defense-related spending accounted for a
total of 686,181 direct and indirect jobs.

State and local tax government revenue attributable to
defense-driven activities is estimated to be $1.26 billion in
fiscal year 2008.
