The
general work plan includes performing educational outreach (to fleet operators, policy
leaders) and development of financial incentives to assist fleets in reducing emissions.

- Education has started with the creation of our website (temporarily hosted by the
Office of Energy Independence), formation of an On-Road and an Off-Road Committee
with fleet interaction, initiation of partnerships with local colleges with diesel programs
and discussion of workshops.

- Financial opportunities are being developed through the DERA funds and some
WCDC members are working with legislators to create tax incentives for cleaner truck
purchases.
