Fi$ �~�d Wilrlpfe"s �(�S�e�r�v�i�c�e�)�.�S�e�P�t�~�p�e�r� 21, �2�0�]�. �i�. �r�e�~ ¬�;�i�p�t� of 
your September 20,2011, letter requesting ibitiation offorrnal·section 7 consultation under the 
Endangered Species Act (Act). The consultation concerns the proposed issuance of a Toxic- . 
Substances and Control Act renewal and modification permit for Chemical Waste Management's 
expansion ofthe B-18 landfill unit for the purpose ofmanaging and disposing ofpolychlorinated 
biphenyl waste at the Kettleman Hills Facility located in Kings County, California, and tts 
potential effects on San Joaquin kit fox and blunt-nosed leopard lizard. 

All information required ofyou to initiate consultation .was either included in the initiation 
package or is being made available for Service review. · lnitial questions regarding the biological 
assessment were.transmitted by the Service via email, and were subsequently resolved during a 
November 4, 2011, phone conversation between the Service and the U.S Environmental . 
Protection Ageney. 

Section 7 ofthe Act allows the Service up to 90 calendar days to conclude formal consultation 
with your agency and an additional 45 calendar days to prepare our biological opinion (unless an 
extension is mutually agreed upon). Therefore, we expect to provide you with our biologicaI 
opinion no later than February 3, 2012.
