EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 98-10 

RELATI VE TO GO VERNM ENT O F  G U AM 
DEPARTMENTS AND AGENCIES USING SERVICES OF 
THE GUAM SHIPYARD. 

WHEREAS, thl\ United States government and the U. S. Navy have taken 
action to downsize th\'! military presence of the Navy on Guam, including the 
closure of the Naval Slfip Repair Facility (SRF) as a facility operated by the Navy, 
thus making those facilities available for use by the government of Guam and the 
private sector of Guam;; and

WHEREAS, th� Navy and the government of Guam have entered into an 
interim lease agreemen;t that allows the government of Guam to make productive 
use of the Naval Ship R�pair Facility (SRF), which was closed by action of the federal 
Base Realignment and Closure Commission (BRAC); and 

WHEREAS, the! government of Guam has subleased the former SRF to Xeno 
Technix, Inc., dba Gua� Shipyard, to perform ship repair and related industrial 
work in an effort to d,iversify Guam's economy and to hire former federal civil 
service employees displ11ced by the Navy's base closure and downsizing actions; and 

WHEREAS, the Guam Shipyard is pursuing all sources of workload 
including repair of Navy ships under the Military Sealift Command, repair of 
commercial container! vessels, repair of smaller fishing vessels and tugs, 
refurbishment of ships ,under the military Foreign Sales Program, and private and 
public sector work withfn the capabilities of the shipyard; and 

WHEREAS, the, Guam Shipyard is licensed to do business on Guam and 
maintains an office on <;;uam and is therefore eligible for the 15% local procurement 
preference as stated in �5008 of Title 5, Guam Code Annotated; and 

WHEREAS, XElnO Technix, Inc. has committed to hiring between 150-250 
local employees during ,the first year of the lease and will hire additional employees 
depending upon the shtpyard's workload; and 

WHEREAS, it i� in the public interest to utilize the services of the privatized 
SRF to the maximum extent allowable by Guam's procurement laws in order to 
create a viable and sustq.inable industry; and

NOW, THEREF9RE, I, CARL T. C. GUTIERREZ, Governor of Guam, by 
virtue of the authority yested in me by the Organic Act of Guam, as amended, and 
the laws of Guam, do o�der: 

All government qf Guam departments and agencies shall: 

(a) bec�me familiar with the services provided by the Guam 
Shif1yard; and 
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(b) en�eavor to procure services from the Guam Shipyard to the 
ma>fimum extent allowed by law; and 

(c) ensure that the Guam Shipyard is given the opportunity to 
sub!nit bids or proposals for services required by the departments 
and: agencies that can be performed by the Guam Shipyard.
