However, fire extinguishing equipment and adequate water for fire fighting 
should be available to workmen in all process or storage areas for welding jobs and where combustible material of 
any kind is present. Workmen should be trained to prevent welding fires by thoroughly wetting down wooden 
scaffolds and tarps. 

SPILLS and LEAKS 

Wherever caustic potash is stored, handled, unloaded, or used, abundant water, preferably running water, should 
be available for emergency use in dissolving or diluting and flushing away spilled caustic. Spilled forms of solid 
caustic potash may be shoveled up, followed by flushing with water. Dilute acid, preferably acetic acid, may be 
used to neutralize the final traces of caustic immediately after flushing. Washing or mopping similar leaks may be 
followed by a liberal covering of sodium bicarbonate for removing the last traces of caustic. . 

WASTE DISPOSAL 

Waste disposal of caustic potash depends to a great extent upon local requirements. Be sure that all federal, state, 
and local regulations regarding health and pollution are followed. 

Waste caustic potash solution should not be discharged directly into sewers or streams. The caustic potash should 
first be converted to a neutral salt, as by neutralization with acid, and then well diluted with water. 

Strong alkali tends to diminish bacterial activity needed for proper sewage disposal by increasing the alkalinity to 
unfavorable levels. 

In the event of accidental SDillage. advise the municipal sewage plant if the discharge will enter a municipal system 
' or the state water pollution board if the chemical will be discharged into state waters.

ACUTE J 

Hydrogen sulfide is a toxic and i r r i t a n t gas whose effects are exerted on the respiratory 
system, gastrointestinal t r a c t , eyes and central nervous system. Acute effects on the 
respiratory system, i n order of increasing severity, can be r h i n i t i s with anosmia, 
tracheobronchitis with pain, sputum production, cough, pulmonary edema with dyspnea, delayed 
bronchopneumonia, respiratory paralysis and terminal asphyxial convulsion. Gastrointestinal 
effects can be profuse salivation, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Nervous system effects may 
be giddiness, headache, vertigo, amnesia, confusion and unconsciousness. 

Subacute exposure can result i n i r r i t a t i o n of the mucous membranes of the eyes and respiratory 
t r a c t , gastrointestinal disturbances and nervous system disorders. 

No chronic systemic effects are reported. 

The principle mode of entry of hydrogen sulfide into the body is through the lungs. Skin 
absorption is not known to be significant even at high concentrations. When low levels of 
hydrogen sulfide are absorbed into the bloodstream, hydrogen sulfide is metabolized into less 
toxic products such as sulfate and thiosulfate. Oxidation occurs rapidly, nydrogen sulfi«B 
has not been detected i n the exhaled breath as reported by F. A. Patty. 

When the amount of hydrogen sulfide absorbed by the body exceeds that which can be readily 
metabolized, acute systemic poisoning results. Hyperpnea occurs shortly thereafter; 
unconsciousness and respiratory paralysis may follow immediately. Death then occurs from 
asphyxiation unless the exposed person is removed immediately to fresh air and breathing is 
restored before heart action has ceased. I f brain damage due to oxygen deficiency has not 
occurred, then recovery is usually complete, although some cases have taken many weeks. These 
acute effects can occur without warning as a result of olfactory fatigue. I t has also been 
reported that alcohol i n the bloodstream accentuates the effects of hydrogen sulfide 
overexposure. Those recovering from acute overexposure who had consumed alcohol during the 
previous 24-hour period became quite violent. 

Eye i r r i t a t i o n is the most common low exposure effect of hydrogen sulfide and is characterized 
by i r r i t a t i o n of the conjunctiva with photophobia to severe conjunctivitis with k e r a t i t i s . 
These symptoms may last several days. Eye effects may include itching and pain, marked 
inflammation and swelling, cloudy cornea, and the destruction of the ephithelial layer with 
scaling resulting i n blurred vision. A possible warning sign of eye exposure is the 
appearance of halos around l i g h t sources and increased sensitiveness to l i g h t . 

The i n i t i a l detection of hydrogen sulfide by- odor may occur at less than one ppm. The odor 
becomes offensive at 3 to 5 ppm. Then olfactory fatigue may occur. The second warning sign 
is eye i r r i t a t i o n , which occurs at 10 to 20 ppm.

designated within the declarations of this policy as a 
Named Insured. 

B. NAMED INSURED—(1) the named insured stated in 
the declarations of this policy and (2) any named insured 
or additional named insured in any Primary Policy; 
provided that, with respect to persons or organizations 
included within Primary Insurance as named insureds 
after the effective date of this policy, this coverage only 
applies for the first ninety (90) days following the date 
such persons or organizations are included within 
Primary Insurance unless (a) within that ninety (90) day 
period the named insured shall request the Company to 
include such person or organization as a named insured 
and (b) the Company agrees to do so. 

III. UNDER COVERAGE B: 

A. ADVERTISING INJURY—injury caused by act, error 
or omission arising out of advertising the Products, 
services or Business of the Insured by or on behalf of 
the Insured, provided such injury is caused by: (1) libel, 
slander or defamation; (2) infringement of copyright; (3) 
invasion of the right of privacy; (4) unauthorized use of 
title, format, ideas, characters, stories, or other advertis­
ing material but only for claims based on plagiarism, 
unfair competition or piracy; (5) breach of implied 
Contract arising out of alleged submissions of any 
advertising material to the Insured. 

B. AUTOMOBILE—a land motor vehicle, trailer or 
semi-trailer designed for use on public roads, including 
any machinery or apparatus attached thereto. 

C. BUSINESS—any trade, business or profession in­
cluding farming or ranching. 

D. COMPLETED OPERATIONS HAZARD — Personal 
Injury or Property Damage arising out of operations or 
reliance upon a representation or warranty made at any 
time with respect thereto, but only if the Personal Injury 
or Property Damage occurs after such operations have 
been completed or abandoned and occurs away from 
premises owned by or rented to the Named Insured. 
"Operations" include materials, parts or equipment 
furnished in connection therewith. "Operations" shall be 
deemed completed at the earliest of the following times: 
(1) when all operations to be performed by or on behalf of 
the Named Insured under the contract have been 
completed, (2) when all operations to be performed by or 
on behalf of the Named Insured at the site of the 
operations have been completed, or (3) when the portion 
of the work out of which the Personal Injury or Property 
Damage arises has been put to its intended use by any 
person or organization other than another contractor or 
subcontractor engaged in performing operations for a 
principal as part of the same project. 

"Operations" which may require further service or 
maintenance work, or correction, repair or replacement 
because of any defect or deficiency but which are 
otherwise complete, shall be deemed completed. 
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The "completed operations hazard" does not include 
Personal Injury or Property Damage arising out of (a) 
operations in connection with the transportation of 
property, unless Personal Injury or Property Damage 
arises out of a condition in or on a vehicle created by the 
loading or unloading thereof, or (b) the existence of tools, 
uninstalled equipment or abandoned or unused materials. 

E. CONTRACT—any written or oral contract or agree­
ment entered into by the Insured in the usual course of 
the Business operations of the Insured. 

F. INSURED—(1) except with respect to the ownership, 
operation, maintenance, use, loading or unloading of 
Automobiles, (a) the Named Insured, (b) any partner, 
executive officer, other employee, director or stockholder 
of the Named Insured while acting within the scope of his 
or her duties as such, (c) any organization or proprietor 
with respect to real estate management for the Named 
Insured, (d) any person or organization for whose benefit 
the Named Insured has, prior to time of the Occurrence, 
agreed in writing to obtain insurance such as is afforded 
by this policy, but only with respect to the liability of such 
person or organization arising out of operations for such 
person or organization by or in behalf of the Named 
Insured or premises or other facilities owned or used by 
the Named Insured, (e) if the Named Insured is 
designated in the declarations as a partnership or joint 
venture, the partnership or joint venture so designated 
and any partner or member thereof but only with respect 
to his or her liability as such, and 

(2) with respect to the ownership, operation, main­
tenance, use, loading or unloading of Automobiles, (a) 
the Named Insured, (b) any person or organization, other 
than the Named Insured, included as an insured or 
additional insured in any Primary Policy. 

(3) This policy does not apply to the conduct of any 
partnership or joint venture of which the insured is a 
partner or member and which is not designated in this 
policy as a Named Insured. 

G. NAMED INSURED—(1) the named insured as stated 
in the declarations of this policy, (2) if a named insured is 
designated in the declarations as an individual, the 
individual so designated and spouse, but only with 
respect to the conduct of a Business of which the 
individual named insured is the sole proprietor, (3) any 
wholly-owned subsidiary of the named insured, (4) any 
other organization which is controlled and managed by 
the named insured other than a partnership or joint 
venture; provided that, as respects any such subsidiary or 
other organization formed or acquired after the effective 
date of this policy, this policy shall apply only for the first 
thirty (30) days following the date of its formation or 
acquisition unless, (a) within that thirty (30) day period the 
named insured shall request the Company to include 
such subsidiary or other organization as a named insured 
and (b) the Company agrees to do so. 

H. NAMED INSURED'S PRODUCTS—goods or Prod­
ucts manufactured, sold, handled or distributed by the 
Named Insured or by others trading under his name, 
including any container thereof, (other than a vehicle), but 

"named insured's products" shall not include a vending 
machine or any property other than such container, 
rented to or located for use of others but not sold. 

I. OCCURRENCE—with respect to Personal Injury and 
Property Damage, an accident, happening or event, 
including continuous or repeated exposure to conditions, 
which results in Personal Injury or Property Damage 
neither expected nor intended from the standpoint of the 
Insured. "Occurrence" also includes any intentional act 
by, or at the direction of, the Insured which results in 
Personal Injury, if such injury arises solely from the use of 
reasonable force for the purpose of protecting persons or 
property. All such Personal Injury or Property Damage 
arising out of exposure to substantially the same general 
conditions shall be deemed to arise out of one occurrence. 

With respect to Advertising Injury, any act, error or 
omission which causes injury neither expected nor 
intended from the standpoint of the Insured. All such acts, 
errors or omissions in which the same or similar 
advertising material is used regardless of the frequency of 
repetition, the number or kind of media used or the number 
of claimants shall be deemed to arise out of one 
occurrence. 

J. OTHER INSURANCE—insurance, other than PRI­
MARY INSURANCE or insurance which is specifically 
purchased by the Named Insured to be in excess of the 
insurance afforded by this policy, which is available to the 
INSURED and affords coverage with respect to injury or 
damage to which this policy applies. 

K. PERSONAL INJURY LIABILITY—bodily injury, sick­
ness, physical or mental disability, disease, shock, mental 
anguish or emotional upset, malicious prosecution, false 
arrest, false imprisonment, false detention, wrongful 
entry, wrongful eviction or other invasion of the right of 
private occupancy, humiliation, and except when arising 
out of Advertising Injury by or on behalf of the Insured, 
libel and slander, defamation or character, or invasion of 
privacy, sustained by any person, including death at any 
time if resulting therefrom. 

L. PRODUCTS HAZARD—Personal Injury or Property 
Damage arising out of the Named Insured's Products or 
reliance upon a representation or warranty made at any 
time with respect thereto, but only if the Personal Injury 
or Property Damage occurs away from premises owned 
by or rented to the Named Insured and after physical 
possession of such products has been relinquished to 
others. 

M. PROPERTY DAMAGE—(1) physical injury to or 
destruction of tangible property including loss of use 
thereof at any time resulting therefrom, or (2) loss of use 
of tangible property which has not been physically injured 
or destroyed provided such loss of use is caused by an 
Occurrence during the Policy Period. 

N. RECREATIONAL MOTOR VEHICLE—a golf cart or 
snowmobile or if not subject to motor vehicle registration, 
any other land motor vehicle designed for recreational 
use off public roads. 
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EXCLUSIONS 

I. UNDER COVERAGE A AND COVERAGE B- Thi« 
Policy Does Not Apply: A V E R A G E B. -This 

A. CONTRACTUAL LIABILITY, EMPLOYEE INJURY— 
to any liability with respect to any injury sustained by any 
officer or other employee of the Insured, if such liability is 
assumed by the Insured under a contract or agreement 
made with a labor union for the benefit of such officer or 
other employee. 

B. FELLOW EMPLOYEES—to any officer or other 
employee as an Insured with respect to any injury to 
another officer or another employee of an Insured injured 
in the course of such employment. 

C. LAWS—to liability imposed on the Insured under any 
of the following: (1) Employees' Retirement Income 
Security Act (E.R.I.S.A.) of 1974 as now or hereafter 
amended, or (2) any uninsured motorists, underinsured 
motorists, or automobile no-fault or first party personal 
injury law, or (3) any workers' compensation, unemploy­
ment compensation, or disability benefits law, except for 
liability of others lawfully assumed by the Insured under 
contract, or (4) any other law similar to the foregoing. 

D. NUCLEAR ENERGY LIABILITY—to nuclear energy 
exposures per the Nuclear Energy Exclusion on the 
reverse side of the Declaration Page. 

E. POLLUTION—to any liability arising out of the 
discharge, dispersal, release or escape of smoke, vapors, 
soot, fumes, acids, alkalis, toxic chemicals, liquids or 
gases, waste materials or other irritants, contaminants or 
pollutants into or upon land, the atmosphere or any water 
course or body of water; but this exclusion does not apply 
if such discharge, dispersal, release or escape is sudden 
and accidental. 

F. PROPERTY DAMAGE—for damage to (1) property 
owned by the Insured or purchased by the Insured under 
installment sales contract or on consignment to the 
Insured, (2) any product manufactured, sold, handled or 
distributed by or for the Named Insured arising out of 
such product or any part thereof, (3) work performed by or 
on behalf of the Named Insured arising out of the work or 
any portion thereof, or out of materials, parts or equipment 
furnished in connection therewith, (4) aircraft rented to, 
used by, or in the care, custody or control of the Insured. 

II. UNDER COVERAGE B.—This Policy Does Not 
Apply: 

A. ADVERTISING—to Advertising Injury with respect to 
any (1) breach of contract, other than breach of. implied 
Contract arising out of alleged submission of any 
advertising material to the Insured, (2) act, or failure to 
act, of the Insured where the Insured knows that such act 
or failure to act is or will be an infringement or violation of 
the rights of others, (3) claim with respect to any property 
rights in or the use of any material owned or alleged to be 
owned by a joint venturer with or independent contractor of 
the Insured supplying material to the Insured, (4) 
dishonest, fraudulent or malicious act or omission of any 
Insured, (5) claim by one Insured against another 
Insured. 

B. AIRCRAFT, WATERCRAFT OR RECREATIONAL 
VEHICLES—to the ownership, maintenance, operation, 
use, loading or unloading of aircraft, Recreational Motor 
Vehicles or watercraft. 

C. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES—to liability arising out of 
the manufacturing, distributing, selling or serving of 
alcoholic beverages or as an owner or lessor of premises 
used for selling or serving alcoholic beverages. 

D. AUTOMOBILES—to the ownership, maintenance, op­
eration, use, loading or unloading of Automobiles within 
the United States of America, it's territories or posses­
sions, Puerto Rico or Canada or while Automobiles are 
being transported between any of these places: except 
that this exclusion does not apply to (1) liability assumed 
under any Contract; (2) Property Damage to property in 
the Insured's care, custody or control; or (3) Personal 
Injury other than bodily injury, sickness, or disease 
including death therefrom. 

E. CONTRACTUAL LIABILITY, PROPERTY—to liability 
assumed by the Insured under any contract for any injury 
to or destruction of property rented to, occupied by, used 
by or in the care, custody or control of the Insured, but this 
exclusion shall not apply in any case where the Insured's 
liability would have been covered by this policy even 
without an assumption of liability under contract. 

F. COVERAGE A—to any claim or suit with respect to 
which insurance is afforded under Coverage A of this 
policy, or would have been afforded except for (1) 
exhaustion of the limits of liability of Coverage A, or (2) the 
fact that said claim or suit was not made or brought 
against the Insured or reported to the Company in 
compliance with the provisions of the third paragraph of 
Insuring Agreement I.A. 

G. DISCRIMINATION—to any claim or suit based upon or 
alleging discrimination. 

H. EMPLOYEE INJURY—to Personal Injury to any 
officer or other employee of the Insured arising out of and 
in the course of that person's employment by the Insured. 

I. EMPLOYER'S, EMPLOYEE'S, OFFICER'S PROP­
ERTY—to any officer or other employee as an Insured 
with respect to Property Damage to any property owned, 
occupied or used by, rented to or in the care, custody or 
control of the employer of such insured officer or other 
employee, or any property owned by any officer or other 
employee of an Insured. 

J. LOSS OF USE—to the loss of use of tangible property 
which has not been physically injured or destroyed 
resulting from (1) a delay in or lack of performance by or 
on behalf of the Named Insured of any Contract or 
agreement, or (2) the failure of the Named Insured's 
Products or work performed by or on behalf of the 
Named Insured to meet the level of performance, quality, 
fitness or durability warranted or represented by the 
Named Insured; but this exclusion does not apply to loss 
of use of other tangible property resulting from the 
sudden and accidental physical injury to or destruction of 
the Named Insured's Products or work performed by or 
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on behalf of the Named Insured after the Named 
Insured's Products or work have been put to use by any 
person or organization other than an Insured. 

K. PRODUCTS/COMPLETED OPERATIONS WITH­
DRAWAL—to damages claimed for the withdrawal, 
inspection, repair, replacement or loss of use of the 
Named Insured's Products or part thereof or work 
completed by or for the Named Insured or of any property 
of which the Named Insured's Products or work form a 

part if the Named Insured's Products, work or property 
are withdrawn from the market or from use because of any 
known or suspected defect or deficiency therein. 

L. REAL PROPERTY, OCCUPIED OR RENTED—for 
damage to real property of others occupied by or rented 
to the Insured except that this exclusion shall not apply 
until (thirty) 30 consecutive days have elapsed from the 
day the Insured assumes care, custody or control of such 
property. 

CONDITIONS 

A. APPEALS—in the event any Primary Insurer elects 
not to appeal a judgment in excess of the amount of the 
Primary Insurance or Other Insurance, the Company 
may elect to appeal, but in no event shall the liability of the 
Company exceed the amount set forth in the declarations 
and Insuring Agreement II for any one occurrence plus the 
expenses incidental to such appeal. 

B. ARBITRATION—the Company shall not be liable 
under this policy for damages awarded in arbitration 
except (1) an arbitration proceeding wherein an indemni­
tee under a written Contract or agreement seeks 
damages against the Insured on account thereof and 
wherein the Company is entitled to exercise the 
Insured's rights in the choice of arbitrators and in the 
conduct of such arbitration proceedings or (2) an 
arbitration proceeding in which the Company may not 
participate but for which the Company has given written 
consent. 

C. ASSIGNMENT—assignment of interest under this 
policy shall not bind the Company until its consent is 
endorsed hereon; if, however, the Named Insured shall 
die, or be adjudged bankrupt or insolvent within the 
Policy Period, this policy, unless cancelled, shall cover 
the Named Insured's legal representative for the 
unexpired portion of such period, provided that notice of 
cancellation addressed to the Named Insured and 
mailed to the address shown in the declarations shall be 
sufficient notice to effect cancellation of the policy. 

D. ASSISTANCE AND COOPERATION OF THE 
INSURED—the Insured shall cooperate with the Com­
pany and take such steps to protect the Insured's and 
the Company's interests as would reasonably be taken in 
the absence of this insurance and, upon the Company's 
request, attend hearings and trials and assist in effecting 
settlements, securing and giving evidence and, if the 
Company should so elect, in the conduct of suits. 

The Insured shall cooperate with the Primary Insurers as 
required by the terms of their policies and comply with all 
terms and conditions thereof and shall enforce any right of 
contribution or indemnity against any person or organiza­
tion who may be liable to the Insured because of liability 
with respect to which insurance is afforded under this 
policy and the Primary Insurance or Other Insurance. 

The Insured shall not at any time make or authorize an 
admission of liability or attempt to settle or otherwise 
dispose of any claim or suit without the written consent of 
the Company. 

In the event any Primary Insurer denies coverage for 
any reason whatsoever, written notice shall immediately 
be given by or on behalf of the Insured to the Company. 
Such notice shall contain the reason for such denial as 
stated by the Primary Insurer. As a condition precedent 
to making a claim under this policy the Insured, upon the 
Company's request, shall initiate legal proceedings 
against said Primary Insurer to determine by final 
judgment the legality of its position. If such legal 
proceedings are unsuccessful, expenses incurred by the 
Insured at the request of the Company shall be paid by 
the Company. 

If the denial of coverage by the Primary Insurer is legally 
upheld because of a breach of a policy condition by the 
Insured, if said breach is not also a breach of a condition 
of this policy, the insurance afforded by this policy shall 
apply only in the same manner as though such Primary 
Insurer's policy had not been breached and had 
remained in full effect. 

E. CANCELLATION—this policy may be cancelled by 
the Named Insured by surrender thereof to the Company 
or any of its authorized agents, or by mailing to the 
Company written notice stating when thereafter the 
cancellation shall be effective. This policy may be 
cancelled by the Company by mailing to the Named 
Insured at the address shown in the declarations written 
notice stating when not less than thirty (30) days 
thereafter, or when cancellation is for non payment of 
premium, ten (10) days thereafter, such cancellation shall 
be effective. The mailing of notice as aforesaid shall be 
sufficient proof of notice and the effective date of 
cancellation stated in the notice shall become the end of 
the policy period. Delivery of such written notice either by 
the Named Insured or by the Company shall be 
equivalent to mailing. If the Named Insured cancels, the 
earned premium shall be computed in accordance with 
the customary short rate table and procedure. If the 
Company cancels, the earned premium shall be com­
puted pro rata. 

Premium adjustment may be made either at the time 
cancellation is effected or as soon as practicable 
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thereafter. Payment or tender of unearned premium is not 
a condition of cancellation. 

If this policy insures more than one Named Insured, 
cancellation may be effected by the first Named insured 
for the account Of all and notice of cancel ation by the 
Company to such first Named Insured shall be notice to 
all Insureds. Payment of any unearned prerruum to the 
first Named Insured shall be for the account of all 
interests in such payment. 
P CHANGES—notice to or knowledge possessed by 
anv agent or any other person shall not effect a waiver or 
change ?n any part of this policy or estop the Company 
from asserting any right under the terms of this policy, nor 
shall the terms of this policy be waived or changed except 
by endorsement issued to form a part of this policy. 

G CONFORMITY WITH STATUTE—the terms of this 
nolicv which are in conflict with the statutes of the state 
wherein this policy is issued are hereby amended to 
conform to such statutes. 

H DEFENSE OF CLAIM OR SUIT—when insurance is 
available to the Insured under any Primary Insurance or 
Other Insurance, the Company, although without obliga­
tion to do so, shall have the right and opportunity to 
associate with the Primary Insurer in the defense and 
control of any claim or suit reasonably likely to involve the 
Company under this policy. 

The Company shall assume charge of the settlement or 
defense of any claim or suit against the Insured seeking 
damages on account of Personal Injury, Property 
Damage or Advertising injury covered by this policy and 
to which no Primary Insurance or Other Insurance 
applies or on account of exhaustion of the aggregate 
limits of liability of the Primary Policies or Other 
Insurance. 

The Company shall not be required to defend any suit 
after the applicable limit of the Company's liability has 
been exhausted by the payment of judgements or 
settlements. 

I. INSPECTION AND AUDIT—the Company shall be 
permitted but not obligated to inspect the Named 
Insured's property and operations at any time. Neither 
the Company's right to make inspections nor the making 
thereof nor any report thereon shall constitute an 
undertaking, on behalf of or for the benefit of the Named 
Insured or others, to determine or warrant that such 
property or operations are safe or healthful, or are in 
compliance with any law, rule or regulation. 

The Company may examine and audit the Named 
Insured's books and records at any time during the 
Policy Period and extensions thereof and within three 
years after the final termination of this policy, as far as 
they relate to the subject matter of this insurance. 

J. MAINTENANCE OF PRIMARY INSURANCE— 
insurance afforded by the Primary Policies with limits of 
liability not less than as stated in the declarations, or 
renewals or replacements thereof not more restricted, 
shall be in full effect at the inception of this policy and shall 
be maintained during the Policy Period, except for 
reduction of aggregate limits solely as a result of the 

payment of claims during the Policy Period. If such 
Primary Insurance is not maintained in full effect by the 
Insured, or if any limits of liability of a Primary Policy are 
less than as stated in the declarations, or if Primary 
Insurance is unavailable to the Insured due to bankruptcy 
or insolvency of the insurer, or if there is any material 
change in the coverage under any Primary Insurance, 
the insurance afforded by this policy shall apply in the 
same manner as though such Primary Policies and limits 
of liability had been in effect, so maintained and 
unchanged. 

K. NAMED INSURED'S REPRESENTATIONS—by ac­
ceptance of this policy, the Named Insured agrees that 
the statements in the declarations and in any subsequent 
notice relating to this insurance are his or her agreements 
and representations; that this policy is issued and 
continued in reliance upon the truth of such representa­
tions; and that this policy embodies all agreements 
existing between the Named Insured and the Company or 
any of its agents relating to this insurance. 

L. NOTICE OF OCCURRENCE, CLAIM OR SUIT, 
INSURED'S DUTY—when an event causing injury or 
damage takes place which is reasonably likely to give rise 
to a claim under this policy, written notice shall, in addition 
to any obligation the Insured may have under any 
Primary Insurance or Other Insurance, be given as 
soon as practicable by or on behalf of the Insured to the 
Company or any of its authorized agents. Such notice 
shall contain particulars sufficient to identify the Insured 
and reasonably obtainable information concerning the 
time, place and circumstances of such event and 
pertinent details. The Insured shall give like notice of any 
claim or suit on account of such event and shall 
immediately forward to the Company every demand, 
notice, summons or other process received by him or his 
representative, together with copies of reports of inves­
tigations made by the Insured with respect to such claim 
or suit. 

M. OTHER INSURANCE—if there is any Other In­
surance inuring to the benefit of the Insured, the 
insurance hereunder shall apply as excess of and not 
contributory with such insurance. 

If the Insured has Other Insurance with this Company 
covering a claim also covered by this policy, the Insured 
must elect which policy shall apply and the Company 
shall be liable under the policy so elected and shall not be 
liable under any other policy. 

N. PAYMENT OF EXPENSES—when the Company 
assumes charge of the settlement or defense of any claim 
or suit against the Insured, the Company will pay, in 
addition to the applicable limit of liability: (1) all expenses 
incurred by the Company, all costs taxed against the 
Insured in any suit defended by the Company and 
interest on the amount of any judgment therein which 
accrues after entry of the judgment and before the 
Company has paid or tendered or deposited in court that 
part of the judgment which does not exceed the limit of 
the Company's liability thereon; (2) premiums on appeal 
bonds required in any such suit, premiums on bonds to 
release attachments in any such suit for an amount not in 
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excess or tne applicable limit of liability of this policy but 
the Company shall have no obligation to apply for or 
furnish any such bonds; (3) reasonable expenses 
incurred by the Insured at the Company's request in 
assisting the Company in the investigation or defense of 
any claim or suit, including actual loss of earnings. 

Any expenses which are otherwise included in this 
insurance shall be payable by the Company only if 
incurred with its prior consent. No expenses which are 
included in any Primary Insurance or Other Insurance 
shall be payable by the Company. 

The Company shall not be obligated to pay any claim or 
judgment or to defend any suit after the applicable limit of 
the Company's liability has been exhausted by payment 
of judgments or settlements. 

0. PAYMENT OF LOSS, ACTION AGAINST COM­
PANY—the Company shall be liable for payment under 
this policy only after the Insured and the Primary 
Insurers have paid or become obligated to pay the 
applicable amount or amounts of such insurance follow­
ing final judgment against the Insured after actual trial or 
by written agreement of the Insured, the claimant, the 
Company and the aforesaid insurers. Any claim against 
the Company by the Insured under this policy shall be 
made within twelve months after the Insured shall have 
paid or become obligated to pay an amount of damages 
in excess of the amount of Primary Insurance or Other 
Insurance. 

With respect to any claim or suit to which the above does 
not apply, the Company shall be liable for payment under 
this policy only after the Insured shall have fully complied 
with all the terms of this policy and the amount of the 
Insured's obligation to pay shall have been finally 
determined either by judgment against the Insured after 
actual trial or by written agreement of the Insured, the 
claimant and the Company. Any person or organization or 
the legal representative thereof who has secured such 
judgment or written agreement shall be entitled to recover 
under this policy to the extent of the insurance afforded by 
this policy. 

If any subsequent payments are made or required to be 
made by the Insured on account of the same event 
causing injury or damage, additional claims may be 
similarly made from time to time and shall be similarly 
subject to the provisions of this condition. 

Nothing contained in this policy shall give any person or 
organization any right to join the Company as a 
co-defendant in any action against the Insured to 
determine the Insured's liability. 

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the Insured shall not relieve 
the Company of any of its obligations hereunder. 

P. PREMIUM—the premium for this policy shall be 
computed on the basis stated in the declarations. The 
advance premium stated in the declarations, unless 
otherwise specified under Basis of Premium as "Flat 
Charge," is an estimated premium only.

(3) to personal injury or advertising injury arising out of a publication or utterance of a libel or slander, or a 
publication or utterance in violation of an individual's right of privacy, if the first injurious publication or 
utterance of the same or similar material by or on behalf of the named insured was made prior to the effective 
date of this insurance; 

(4) to personal injury or advertising injury arising out of libel or slander or the publication or utterance of 
defamatory or disparaging material concerning any person or organization or goods, products or services, or in 
violation of an individual's right of privacy, made by or at the direction of any insured wi th knowledge of the 
falsity thereof:

(1) to the named insured, any partner therein, any tenant or other ; r: J,I r^ulsrly residing on the insured 
premises or any employee of any of the foregoing if the bodily injury ai. H ;, :t of and in the course of 
his employment therewith; 

(2) to any other tenant if the bodily injury occurs on that part of the insured premises rented from the named 
insured or to any employee of such a tenant if the bodily injury occurs on the tenant's part of the insured 
premises and arises out of and in the course of his employment for the tenant; 

(3) to any person while engaged in maintenance and repair of the insured premises or alteration, demolition or 
new construction at such premises; 

(4) to any person if any benefits for such bodily injury are payable or required to be provided under any 
workmen's compensation, unemployment compensation or disability benefits law, or under any similar law; 

(5) to any person practicing, instructing or participating in any physical training, sport, athletic activity or contest 
whether on a formal or informal basis. 

(6) if the named insured is a club, to any member of the named insured. 

(D) to any medical expense for services by the named insured, any employee thereof or any person or organization 
under contract to the named insured to provide such services. 

LIMITS OF LIABILITY 

The limit of liability for Premises Medical Payments Coverage is $1,000 each person unless otherwise stated in the 
schedule of this endorsement. The limit of liability applicable to "each person" is the limit of the company's liability for 
all medical expense for bodily injury to any one person as the result of any one accident; but subject to the above 
provision respecting "each person", the total liability of the company under Premises Medical Payments Coverage for all 
medical expense for bodily injury to two or more persons as the result of any one accident shall not exceed the limit of 
bodily injury liability stated in the policy as applicable to "each occurrence." 



When more than one medical payments coverage afforded by the policy applies to the loss, the company shall not be 
liable for more than the amount of the highest applicable limit of liability. 

ADDITIONAL DEFINITIONS 

When used herein: 

"insured premises" means all premises owned by or rented to the named insured with respect to which the named 
insured is afforded coverage for bodily injury liability under this policy, and includes the ways immediately adjoining on 
land;

With respect to property damage to structures or portions thereof rented to or leased to the named insured, including 
fixtures permanently attached thereto, if such property damage arises out of fire; 

(A) All of the exclusions of the policy, other than the Nuclear Energy Liability Exclusion (Broad Form), are deleted 
and replaced by the following: 

This insurance does not apply to liability assumed by the insured under any contract or agreement. 

(B) The limit of property damage liability as respects this Fire Legal Liability Coverage - Real Property is $50,000 
each occurrence unless otherwise stated in the schedule of this endorsement and applies separately to the insurance 
afforded under this section in lieu of any other limit of liability stated in the policy. 

(C) The Fire Legal Liability Coverage — Real Property shall be excess insurance over any valid and collectible property 
insurance (including any deductible portion thereof), available to the insured, such as, but not limited to, Fire, 
Extended Coverage, Builder's Risk Coverage or Installation Risk Coverage, and the Other Insurance Condition of 
the policy is amended accordingly. 



VI. BROAD FORM PROPERTY DAMAGE LIABILITY COVERAGE (Including Completed Operations) 

The insurance for property damage liability applies, subject to the following additional provisions: 

(A) Exclusions (k) and (o) of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part are replaced by the 
following:

(iii) the restoration, repair or replacement of which has been made or is necessary by reason of faulty 
workmanship thereon by or on behalf of the insured; 

(3) with respect to the completed operations hazard and with respect to any classification stated in the policy or 
in the company's manual as '.'including completed operations", to property damage to work performed by the 
named insured arising out of such work or any portion thereof, or out of such materials, parts or equipment 
furnished in connection therewith, 

(B) Coverage afforded under this Section VI shall be excess insurance over any valid and collectible property insurance 
(including any deductible portion thereof) available to the insured, such as, but not limited to. Fire, Extended 
Coverage, Builder's Risk Coverage or Installation Risk Coverage, and the Other Insurance Condition of the policy is 
amended accordingly. 

VII. INCIDENTAL MEDICAL MALPRACTICE LIABILITY COVERAGE 

The definition of bodily injury is amended to include Incidental Medical Malpractice Injury. 

Incidental Medical Malpractice Injury means injury arising out of the rendering of or failure to render, during the policy 
period, the following services: 

(A) medical, surgical, dental x-ray or nursing service or treatment or the furnishing of food or beverages in connection 
therewith; or 

(B) the furnishing or dispensing of drugs or medical, dental or surgical supplies or appliances. 

This coverage does not apply to: 

(1) expenses incurred by the insured for first-aid to others at the time of an accident and the "Supplementary 
Payments" provision and the "Insured's Duties in the Event of Occurrence, Claim or Suit" Condition are 
amended accordingly; or 

(2) any insured engaged in the business or occupation of providing any of the services described under VII (A) 
and (B) above; or 

(3) injury caused by any indemnitee if such indemnitee is engaged in the business or occupation of providing any 
of the services described under VII (A) and (B) above. » 



(4) any use of x-ray apparatus for therapeutic treatment 

V I I I . NON-OWNED WATERCRAFT L IABIL ITY COVERAGE (under 26 feet in length) 

Exclusion (e) of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part does not apply to any watercraft under 
26 feet in length provided such watercraft is neither owned by the named insured nor being used to carry persons or 
property for a charge. Coverage does not apply while such watercraft is being used on the high seas being defined as 
beyond 12 miles f rom the shores of the Continental United States. 

Where the insured is, irrespective of this coverage, covered or protected against any loss or claim which would otherwise 
have been paid by the company under this endorsement, there shall be no contribution or participation by this 
company on the basis of excess, contributing, deficiency, concurrent, or double insurance or otherwise. 

IX. WORLWIDE L IAB IL ITY COVERAGE 

The definit ion of IV. Policy Terri tory of the Comprehensive General Liabil i ty Insurance Coverage Part is amended to 
include the fol lowing: 

A. Anywhere in the world with respect to bodily injury, property damage, personal injury or advertising injury arising 
out of the activities of any insured permanently domiciled in the United States of America though temporarily 
outside the United States of America, its territories and posessions or Canada, provided the original suit for 
damages because of any such injury or damage is brought wi th in the United States of America, its territories or 
possessions of Canada. 

Such insurance as is afforded by paragraph A. above shall not apply: 

(1) to bodily injury or property damage included within the completed operations hazard or the products hazard; 

(2) to premises medical payments coverage. 

X. A D D I T I O N A L PERSONS INSURED 

As respects bodily injury, property damage and advertising injury and personal injury coverages, under the provision 
"Persons Insured", the fol lowing are added as insureds: 

(1) Spouse - Partnership - If the named insured is a partnership, the spouse of a partner but only with respect to the 
conduct of the business of the named insured. 

(2) Employee - Any employee of the named insured while acting within the scope of his duties as such, but the 
insurance afforded to such employee does not apply: 

(a) to bodily injury or personal injury to another employee of the named insured arising out of or in the course of 
his employment; 

(b) to bodily injury, personal injury or advertising injury to the named insured, or if the named insured is a 

partnership or joint venture, any partner or member thereof, or the spouse of any of the foregoing; 

(c) to property damage to property owned, occupied or used by, rented to , in the care, custody or control of or 
over which physical control is being exercised for any purpose by another employee of the named insured, or 
by the named insured or, if the named insured is a partnership or joint venture, any partner or member 
thereof or by the spouse of any of the foregoing. 

X I . EXTENDED BODILY INJURY COVERAGE 

The definit ion of occurrence is amended to include bodily injury resulting f rom assault and battery committed by or at 
the direction of the insured provided the injury arises solely f rom the use of reasonable force for the purpose of 
protecting persons or property. 



XII. VENDORS COVERAGE 

As respects coverage afforded by the policy for the products hazard any person or organization who is a vendor of the 
named insured's products shall be an additional insured, but only with respect to the distribution or sale in the regular 
course of the vendor's business of the named insured's products subject to the following additional provisions: 

(1) The insurance with respect to the vendor does not apply to: 

(a) any express warranty, or any distribution or sale for a purpose, unauthorized by the named insured; 

(b) bodily injury or property damage arising out of 

(i) any act of the vendor which changes the condition of the products, 

(ii) any failure to maintain the product in merchantable condition, 

(iii) any failure to make such inspections, adjustments, tests or servicing as the vendor has agreed to make 
or normally undertakes to make in the usual course of business in connection with the distribution or 
sale of the products, or 

(iv) products which after distribution or sale by the named insured have been labeled or relabeled or used as a 
container, part or ingredient of any other thing or substance by or for the vendor. 

(c) bodily injury or property damage occurring within the vendor's premises. 

(2) The insurance does not not apply to any person or organization, as insured, from whom the named insured has 
acquired such products or any ingredient part or container, entering into, accompanying or containing such 
products. 

XIII. LESSORS OF PREMISES 

The "Persons Insured" provision of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part is amended to include 
as an insured any person or organization who is a lessor of premises leased to the named insured with respect to liability 
arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of that part of the premises leased to the named insured, and subject to 
the following additional exclusions: 

The insurance does not apply: 

(1) to any occurrence which takes place after the named insured ceases to be a tenant in said premises; 

(2) to structural alterations, new construction or demolition operations performed by or on behalf of the lessor of such 
premises.

thirty (30) days following the date of its formation or 
acquisition unless, (a) within that thirty (30) day period the 
named insured shall request the Company to include 
such subsidiary or other organization as a named insured 
and (b) the Company agrees to do so. 

H. NAMED INSURED'S PRODUCTS—goods or products 
manufactured, sold, handled or distributed by the Named 
Insured or by others trading under his name, including 
any container thereof, (other than a vehicle), but "named 

insured's products" shall not include a vending machine or' 
any property other than such container, rented to or 
located for use of others but not sold. 

I. OCCURRENCE—with respect to Personal Injury and 
Property Damage, an accident, happening or event, 
including continuous or repeated exposure to conditions, 
which results in Personal Injury or Property Damage 
neither expected nor intended from the standpoint of the 
Insured. "Occurrence" also includes any intentional act 
by, or at the direction of, the Insured which results in 
Personal Injury, if such injury arises solely from the use of 
reasonable force for the purpose of protecting persons or 
property. All such Personal Injury or Property Damage 
arising out of exposure to substantially the same general 
conditions shall be deemed to arise out of one occurrence. 

With respect to Advertising Injury, any act, error or 
omission which causes injury neither expected nor 
intended from the standpoint of the Insured. All such acts, 
errors or omissions in which the same or similar 
advertising material is used regardless of the frequency of 
repetition, the number or kind of media used or the number 
of claimants shall be deemed to arise out of one 
occurrence. 

J. OTHER INSURANCE—insurance, other than Primary 
Insurance or insurance which is specifically purchased by 
the Named Insured to be in excess of the insurance 
afforded by this policy, which is available to the INSURED 
and affords coverage with respect to injury or damage to 
which this policy applies. 

K. PERSONAL INJURY LIABILITY—bodily injury, sick­
ness, physical or mental disability, disease, shock, mental 
anguish or emotional upset, malicious prosecution, false 
arrest, false imprisonment, false detention, wrongful entry, 
wrongful eviction or other invasion of the right of private 
occupancy, humiliation, and except when arising out of 
Advertising Injury by or on behalf of the Insured, libel 
and slander, defamation of character, or invasion of 
privacy, sustained by any person or organization, including 
death at any time if resulting therefrom. 

L. PRODUCTS HAZARD—Personal Injury or Property 
Damage arising out of the Named Insured's Products or 
reliance upon a representation or warranty made at any 
time with respect thereto, but only if the Personal Injury 
or Property Damage occurs away from premises owned 
by or rented to the Named Insured and after physical 
possession of such products has been relinquished to 
others. 

M. PROPERTY DAMAGE—(1) physical injury to or 
destruction of tangible property including loss of use 
thereof at any time resulting therefrom, or (2) loss of use 
of tangible property which has not been physically injured 
or destroyed provided such loss of use is caused by an 
Occurrence during the Policy Period. 

N. RECREATIONAL MOTOR VEHICLE—a golf cart or 
snowmobile or if not subject to motor vehicle registration, 
any other land motor vehicle designed for recreational 
use off public roads. 
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EXCLUSIONS 

I. UNDER COVERAGE A AND COVERAGE B:—This 
policy Does Not Apply: 
A CONTRACTUAL LIABILITY, EMPLOYEE INJURY— 
to any liability with respect to any injury sustained by any 
officer or other employee of the Insured, if such liability is 
assumed by the Insured under a contract or agreement 
made with a labor union for the benefit of such officer or 
other employee. 

B FELLOW EMPLOYEES—to any officer or other 
employee as an Insured with respect to any injury to 
another officer or another employee of an Insured injured 
in the course of such employment. 
C LAWS—to liability imposed on the Insured under any 
of the following: (1) Employees' Retirement Income 
Security Act (E.R.I.S.A.) of 1974 as now or hereafter 
amended or (2) any uninsured motorists, underinsured 
motorists,' or automobile no-fault or first party personal 
injury law or (3) any workers' compensation, unemploy­
ment compensation, or disability benefits law, except for 
liability of others lawfully assumed by the Insured under 
contract, or (4) any other law similar to the foregoing. 

D. NUCLEAR ENERGY LIABILITY—to nuclear energy 
exposures per the Nuclear Energy Exclusion on the 
reverse side of the Declaration Page. 

E. POLLUTION—to any liability arising out of the 
discharge, dispersal, release or escape of smoke, vapors, 
soot, fumes, acids, alkalis, toxic chemicals, liquids or 
gases, waste materials or other irritants, contaminants or 
pollutants into or upon land, the atmosphere or any water 
course or body of water; but this exclusion does not apply 
if such discharge, dispersal, release or escape is sudden 
and accidental. 

F. PROPERTY DAMAGE—for damage to or loss of use 
of (1) property owned by the Insured or purchased by the 
Insured under installment sales contract or on consign­
ment to the Insured, (2) any product manufactured, sold, 
handled or distributed by or for the Named Insured arising 
out of such product or any part thereof, (3) work performed 
by the Named Insured arising out of the work or any 
portion thereof, or out of materials, parts or equipment 
furnished in connection therewith, (4) aircraft rented to, 
used by, or in the care, custody or control of the Insured. 

II. UNDER COVERAGE B.—This Policy Does Not 
Apply: 

A. ADVERTISING—to Advertising Injury with respect to 
any (1) breach of contract, other than breach of implied 
Contract arising out of alleged submission bf any 
advertising material to the Insured, (2) act, or failure to 
act, of the Insured where the Insured knows that such act 
or failure to act is or will be an infringement or violation of 
the rights of others, (3) claim with respect to any property 
rights in or the use of any material owned or alleged to be 
owned by a joint venturer with or independent contractor of 
the Insured supplying material to the Insured, (4) 
dishonest, fraudulent or malicious act or omission of any 
Insured, (5) claim by one Insured against another 
Insured. 

B. AIRCRAFT, WATERCRAFT OR RECREATIONAL 
VEHICLES—to the ownership, maintenance, operation, 
use, loading or unloading of aircraft, Recreational Motor 
Vehicles or watercraft. 

C. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES—to liability arising out of 
the manufacturing, distributing, selling or serving of 
alcoholic beverages or as an owner or lessor of premises 
used for selling or serving alcoholic beverages. 

D. AUTOMOBILES—to the ownership, maintenance, op­
eration, use, loading or unloading of Automobiles within 
the United States of America, it's territories or posses­
sions, Puerto Rico or Canada or while Automobiles are 
being transported between any of these places: except 
that this exclusion does not apply to (1) liability assumed 
under any Contract; (2) Property Damage to property in 
the Insured's care, custody or control; or (3) Personal 
Injury other than bodily injury, sickness, or disease 
including death therefrom. 
E. CONTRACTUAL LIABILITY, PROPERTY—to liability 
assumed by the Insured under any contract for any injury 
to or destruction of property rented to, occupied by, used 
by or in the care, custody or control of the Insured, but this 
exclusion shall not apply in any case where the Insured's 
liability would have been covered by this policy even 
without an assumption of liability under contract. 
F. COVERAGE A—to any claim or suit with respect to 
which insurance is afforded under Coverage A of this 
policy, or would have been afforded except for (1) 
exhaustion of the limits of liability of Coverage A, or (2) the 
fact that said claim or suit was not made or brought 
against the Insured or reported to the Company in 
compliance with the provisions of the third paragraph of 
Insuring Agreement I.A. 
G. PROPERTY DAMAGE—for damage *o or loss of use 
of work performed on behalf of the Named Insured arising 
out of the work or any portion thereof, or out of materials, 
parts or equipment furnished in connection therewith. 
H. EMPLOYEE INJURY—to Personal Injury to any 
officer or other employee of the Insured arising out of and 
in the course of that person's employment by the Insured. 
I. EMPLOYER'S, EMPLOYEE'S, OFFICER'S PROP­
ERTY—to any officer or other employee as an Insured 
with respect to Property Damage to any property owned, 
occupied or used by, rented to or in the care, custody or 
control of the employer of such insured officer or other 
employee, or any property owned by any officer or other 
employee of an Insured. 
J. LOSS OF USE—to the loss of use of tangible property 
which has not been physically injured or destroyed 
resulting from (1) a delay in or lack of performance by or 
on behalf of the Named Insured of any Contract or 
agreement, or (2) the failure of the Named Insured's 
Products or work performed by or on behalf of the 
Named Insured to meet the level of performance, quality, 
fitness or durability warranted or represented by the 
Named Insured; but this exclusion does not apply to loss 
of use of other tangible property resulting from the 
sudden and accidental physical injury to or destruction of 
the Named Insured's Products or work performed by or 
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on behalf of the Named Insured after the Named 
Insured's Products or work have been put to use by any 
person or organization other than an Insured. 

K. PRODUCTS/COMPLETED OPERATIONS WITH-
DRAWAL—to damages claimed for the withdrawal, 
inspection, repair, replacement or loss of use of the 
Named Insured's Products or part thereof or work 
completed by or for the Named Insured or of any property 
of which the Named Insured's Products or work form a 

part if the Named Insured's Products, work or property 
are withdrawn from the market or from use because of any 
known or suspected defect or deficiency therein. 

L REAL PROPERTY, OCCUPIED OR RENTED—for 
damage to real property of others occupied by or rented 
to the Insured except that this exclusion shall not apply 
until (thirty) 30 consecutive days have elapsed from the 
day the Insured assumes care, custody or control of such 
property. 

CONDITIONS 

A. APPEALS—in the event any Primary Insurer elects 
not to appeal a judgment in excess of the amount of the 
Primary Insurance or Other Insurance, the Company 
may elect to appeal, but in no event shall the liability of the 
Company exceed the amount set forth in the declarations 
and Insuring Agreement II for any one occurrence plus the 
expenses incidental to such appeal. 

B. ARBITRATION—the Company shall not be liable 
under this policy for damages awarded in arbitration 
except (1) an arbitration proceeding wherein an indemni­
tee under a written Contract or agreement seeks 
damages against the Insured on account thereof and 
wherein the Company is entitled to exercise the 
Insured's rights in the choice of arbitrators and in the 
conduct of such arbitration proceedings or (2) an 
arbitration proceeding in which the Company may not 
participate but for which the Company has given written 
consent. 

C. ASSIGNMENT—assignment of interest under this 
policy shall not bind the Company until its consent is 
endorsed hereon; if, however, the Named Insured shall 
die, or be adjudged bankrupt or insolvent within the 
Policy Period, this policy, unless cancelled, shall cover 
the Named Insured's legal representative for the 
unexpired portion of such period, provided that notice of 
cancellation addressed to the Named Insured and 
mailed to the address shown in the declarations shall be 
sufficient notice to effect cancellation of the policy. 

D. ASSISTANCE AND COOPERATION OF THE 
INSURED—the Insured shall cooperate with the Com­
pany and take such steps to protect the Insured's and 
the Company's interests as would reasonably be taken in 
the absence of this insurance and, upon the Company's 
request, attend hearings and trials and assist in effecting 
settlements, securing and giving evidence and, if the 
Company should so elect, in the conduct of suits. 

The Insured shall cooperate with the Primary Insurers as 
required by the terms of their policies and comply with all 
terms and conditions thereof and shall enforce any right of 
contribution or indemnity against any person or organiza­
tion who may be liable to the Insured because of liability 
with respect to which insurance is afforded under this 
policy and the Primary Insurance or Other Insurance. 

The Insured shall not at any time make or authorize an 
admission of liability or attempt to settle or otherwise 
dispose of any claim or suit without the written consent of 
the Company. 

In the event any Primary Insurer denies coverage for 
any reason whatsoever, written notice shall immediately 
be given by or on behalf of the Insured to the Company. 
Such notice shall contain the reason for such denial as 
stated by the Primary Insurer. As a condition precedent 
to making a claim under this policy the Insured, upon the 
Company's request, shall initiate legal proceedings 
against said Primary Insurer to determine by final 
judgment the legality of its position. If such legal 
proceedings are unsuccessful, expenses incurred by the 
Insured at the request of the Company shall be paid by 
the Company. 

If the denial of coverage by the Primary Insurer is legally 
upheld because of a breach of a policy condition by the 
Insured, if said breach is not also a breach of a condition 
of this policy, the insurance afforded by this policy shall 
apply only in the same manner as though su ;h Primary 
Insurer's policy had not been breached and had 
remained in full effect. 

E. CANCELLATION—this policy may be cancelled by 
the Named Insured by surrender thereof to the Company 
or any of its authorized agents, or by mailing to the 
Company written notice stating when thereafter the 
cancellation shall be effective. This policy may be 
cancelled by the Company by mailing to the Named 
Insured at the address shown in the declarations written 
notice stating when not less than thirty (30) days 
thereafter, or when cancellation is for non payment of 
premium, ten (10) days thereafter, such cancellation shall 
be effective. The mailing of notice as aforesaid shall be 
sufficient proof of notice and the effective date of 
cancellation stated in the notice shall become the end of 
the policy period. Delivery of such written notice either by 
the Named Insured or by the Company shall be 
equivalent to mailing. If the Named Insured cancels, the 
earned premium shall be computed in accordance with 
the customary short rate table and procedure. If the 
Company cancels, the earned premium shall be com­
puted pro rata. 

Premium adjustment may be made either at the time 
cancellation is effected or as soon as practicable 
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thereafter. Payment or tender of unearned premium is not 
a condition of cancellation. 
If this policy insures more than one Named Insured, 
cancellation may be effected by the first Named Insured 
for the account of all and notice of cancellation by the 
Company to such first Named Insured shall be notice to 
all Insureds. Payment of any unearned premium to the 
first Named Insured shall be for the account of all 
interests in such payment. 

F. CHANGES—notice to or knowledge possessed by 
any agent or any other person shall not effect a waiver or 
change in any part of this policy or estop the Company 
from asserting any right under the terms of this policy, nor 
shall the terms of this policy be waived or changed except 
by endorsement issued to form a part of this policy. 

G. CONFORMITY WITH STATUTE—the terms of this 
policy which are in conflict with the statutes of the state 
wherein this policy is issued are hereby amended to 
conform to such statutes. 

H. DEFENSE OF CLAIM OR SUIT—when insurance is 
available to the Insured under any Primary Insurance or 
Other Insurance, the Company, although without obliga­
tion to do so, shall have the right and opportunity to 
associate with the Primary Insurer in the defense and 
control of any claim or suit reasonably likely to involve the 
Company under this policy. 
The Company shall assume charge of the settlement or 
defense of any claim or suit against the Insured seeking 
damages on account of Personal Injury, Property 
Damage or Advertising Injury covered by this policy and 
to which no Primary Insurance or Other Insurance 
applies or on account of exhaustion of the aggregate 
limits of liability of the Primary Policies or Other 
Insurance. 
The Company shall not be required to defend any suit 
after the applicable limit of the Company's liability has 
been exhausted by the payment of judgements or 
settlements. 

I. INSPECTION AND AUDIT—the Company shall be 
permitted but not obligated to inspect the Named 
Insured's property and operations at any time. Neither 
the Company's right to make inspections nor the making 
thereof nor any report thereon shall constitute an 
undertaking, on behalf of or for the benefit of the Named 
Insured or others, to determine or warrant that such 
property or operations are safe or healthful, or are in 
compliance with any law, rule or regulation. 

The Company may examine and audit the Named 
Insured's books and records at any time during the 
Policy Period and extensions thereof and withinjhree 
years after the final termination of this policy, as far as 
they relate to the subject matter of this insurance. 

J . MAINTENANCE OF PRIMARY INSURANCE— 
insurance afforded by the Primary Policies with limits of 
liability not less than as stated in the declarations, or 
renewals or replacements thereof not more restricted, 
shall be in full effect at the inception of this policy and shall 
be maintained during the Policy Period, except for 
reduction of aggregate limits solely as a result of the 
payment of claims arising out of injury (i) which occurs 

during the Policy Period or (ii) for which claim is made 
against the Primary Policy during the Policy Period if 
said Primary Policy applies on the basis of claims first 
made or brought during its policy period. If such Primary 
Insurance is not maintained in full effect by the Insured, 
or if any limits of liability of a Primary Policy are less than 
as stated in the declarations, or if Primary Insurance is 
unavailable to the Insured due to bankruptcy or insol­
vency of the insurer, or if there is any material change in 
the coverage under any Primary Insurance, the in­
surance afforded by this policy shall apply in the same 
manner as though such Primary Policies and limits of 
liability had been in effect, so maintained and unchanged. 

K. NAMED INSURED'S REPRESENTATIONS—by ac­
ceptance of this policy, the Named Insured agrees that 
the statements in the declarations and in any subsequent 
notice relating to this insurance are his or her agreements 
and representations; that this policy is issued and 
continued in reliance upon the truth of such representa­
tions; and that this policy embodies all agreements 
existing between the Named Insured and the Company or 
any of its agents relating to this insurance. 

L. NOTICE OF OCCURRENCE, CLAIM OR SUIT, 
INSURED'S DUTY—when an event causing injury or 
damage takes place which is reasonably likely to give rise 
to a claim under this policy, written notice shall, in addition 
to any obligation the Insured may have under any 
Primary Insurance or Other Insurance, be given as 
soon as practicable by or on behalf of the Insured to the 
Company or any of its authorized agents. Such notice 
shall contain particulars sufficient to identify the Insured 
and reasonably obtainable information concerning the 
time, place and circumstances of such event and 
pertinent details. The Insured shall give like notice of any 
claim or suit on account of such event and shall 
immediately forward to the Company every demand, 
notice, summons or other process received by him or his 
representative, together with copies of reports of inves­
tigations made by the Insured with respect to such claim 
or suit. 

M. OTHER INSURANCE—if there is any Other In­
surance inuring to the benefit of the Insured, the 
insurance hereunder shall apply as excess of and not 
contributory with such insurance. 
If the Insured has another "SUPERCOVER" Policy with 
this Company covering a claim also covered by this policy, 
the Insured must elect which policy shall apply and the 
Company shall be liable under the policy so elected and 
shall not be liable under any other policy. 

N. PAYMENT OF EXPENSES—when the Company 
assumes charge of the settlement or defense of any claim 
or suit against the Insured, the Company will pay, in 
addition to the applicable limit of liability: (1) all expenses 
incurred by the Company, all costs taxed against the 
Insured in any suit defended by the Company and 
interest on the amount of any judgment therein which 
accrues after entry of the judgment and before the 
Company has paid or tendered or deposited in court that 
part of the judgment which does not exceed the limit of 
the Company's liability thereon; (2) premiums on appeal 
bonds required in any such suit, premiums on bonds to 
release attachments in any such suit for an amount not in 
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excess ot the applicable limit of liability of this policy but 
the Company shall have no obligation to apply for or 
furnish any such bonds; (3) reasonable expenses 
incurred by the Insured at the Company's request in 
assisting the Company in the investigation or defense of 
any claim or suit, including actual loss of earnings. 

Any expenses which are otherwise included in this 
insurance shall be payable by the Company only if 
incurred with its prior consent. No expenses which are 
included in any Primary Insurance or Other Insurance 
shall be payable by the Company. 

The Company shall not be obligated to pay any claim or 
judgment or to defend any suit after the applicable limit of 
the Company's liability has been exhausted by payment 
of judgments or settlements. 

O. PAYMENT OF LOSS, ACTION AGAINST COM­
PANY—the Company shall be liable for payment under 
this policy only after the Insured and the Primary 
Insurers have paid or become obligated to pay the 
applicable amount or amounts of such insurance follow­
ing final judgment against the Insured after actual trial or 
by written agreement of the Insured, the claimant, the 
Company and the aforesaid insurers. Any claim against 
the Company by the Insured under this policy shall be 
made within twelve months after the Insured shall have 
paid or become obligated to pay an amount of damages 
in excess of the amount of Primary Insurance or Other 
Insurance. 

With respect to any claim or suit to which the above does 
not apply, the Company shall be liable for payment under 
this policy only after the Insured shall have fully complied 
with all the terms of this policy and the amount of the 
Insured's obligation to pay shall have been finally 
determined either by judgment against the Insured after 
actual trial or by written agreement of the Insured, the 
claimant and the Company. Any person or organization or 
the legal representative thereof who has secured such 
judgment or written agreement shall be entitled to recover 
under this policy to the extent of the insurance afforded by 
this policy. 

If any subsequent payments are made or required to be 
made by the Insured on account of the same event 
causing injury or damage, additional claims may be 
similarly made from time to time and shall be similarly 
subject to the provisions of this condition. 

Nothing contained in this policy shall give any person or 
organization any right to join the Company as a 
co-defendant in any action against the Insured to 
determine the Insured's liability. 

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the Insured shall not relieve 
the Company of any of its obligations hereunder. 

P. PREMIUM—the premium for this policy shall be 
computed on the basis stated in the declarations. The 
advance premium stated in the declarations, unless 
otherwise specified under Basis of Premium as "Flat 
Charge," is an estimated premium only. The earned 
premium shall be computed upon termination of this 
policy, or the end of each twelve month period if the policy 
is written for a three year term, and if the earned premium 
is more than the advance premium paid, the Named 
Insured shall pay the excess to the Company; if less, the 
Company shall return to the Named Insured the 
unearned portion, subject to the annual minimum 
premium stated in the declarations for each twelve 
months of the policy period. 

Q. SEVERABILITY OF INTERESTS—the term Insured 
is used severally, not collectively, but the inclusion in this 
policy of more than one Insured shall not operate to 
increase the limit of the Company's liability. 

R. SUBROGATION—in the event of any payment under 
this policy, the Insured will notify the Company of any of 
the Insured's rights of recovery therefor against any 
person or organization. The Company shall be subro­
gated to all such rights of the Insured and the Insured 
shall execute and deliver instruments and papers and do 
whatever else is necessary to secure such rights. The 
Insured shall do nothing after loss to prejudice such 
rights. 

Any amount recovered through subrogation or otherwise 
shall be apportioned in the inverse order of payment of the 
claim or claims involved to the extent of actual payment 
thereof by all interests. The expenses of all such 
recoveries and proceedings in connection therewith shall 
be apportioned in the ratio of respective recoveries. With 
respect to proceedings conducted solely by the Com­
pany, if there is no recovery, the Company shall bear the 
expense thereof and if there is a recovery, the Company 
shall be reimbursed in full from such recovery for the 
amount of all expenses incurred by the Company before 
apportionment of such recovery as herein provided. 

S. WORKERS' COMPENSATION AGREEMENT—with 
respect to Personal Injury to or death of any officer or 
other employee arising out of and in the course of 
employment by the Named Insured, it is a condition to the 
recovery of any loss under this policy and the Named 
Insured represents and agrees it has not abrogated and 
will not abrogate its common-law defenses under any 
Workers' Compensation Law by rejection of such law or 
otherwise. In the event the Named Insured shall, at any 
time during the policy period, abrogate such defenses, 
such insurance as is afforded for Personal Injury with 
respect to such officer or other employee shall automat­
ically terminate at the same time. 

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the COMPANY has caused this policy to be signed by its President and Secretary, but the 
same shall not be binding upon the Company unless it has been countersigned on the Declarations page by a duly 
authorized agent of the Company.

"nuclear reactor" means any apparatus designed or used to sustain nuclear fission in a self-supporting chain reaction 
or to contain a critical mass of fissionable material; 
With respect to injury to or destruction of property, the word "injury" or "destruction" includes all forms of radioactive 
contamination of property.

I. COVERAGE

A. INSURED—(1) the Named Insured and (2) any 
person or organization included as an insured or 
additional insured in any Primary Policy; provided that 
this coverage does not apply to damages arising out of 
the conduct of any partnership or joint venture of which 
the insured is a partner or member and which is not 
designated within the declarations of this policy as a 
Named Insured. 

B. NAMED INSURED—(1) the named insured stated in 
the declarations of this policy and (2) any named insured 
or additional named insured in any Primary Policy; 
provided that, with respect to persons or organizations 
included within Primary Insurance as named insureds 
after the effective date of this policy, this coverage only 
applies for the first ninety (90) days following the date 
such persons or organizations are included ''within 
Primary Insurance unless (a) within that ninety (90) day 
period the named insured shall request the Company to 
include such person or organization as a named insured 
and (b) the Company agrees to do so. 

III. UNDER COVERAGE B: 

A. ADVERTISING INJURY—injury caused by act, error 
or omission arising out of advertising the Products, 
services or Business of the Insured by or on behalf of 
the Insured, provided such injury is caused by: (1) libel, 
slander or defamation; (2) infringement of copyright; (3) 
invasion of the right of privacy; (4) unauthorized use of 
title, format, ideas, characters, stories, or other advertis­
ing material but only for claims based on plagiarism, 
unfair competition or piracy; (5) breach of implied 
Contract arising out of alleged submissions of any 
advertising material to the Insured. 

B. AUTOMOBILE—a land motor vehicle, trailer or 
semi-trailer designed for use on public roads, including 
any machinery or apparatus attached thereto. 

C. BUSINESS—any trade, business or profession in­
cluding farming or ranching. 

D. COMPLETED OPERATIONS HAZARD — Personal 
Injury or Property Damage arising out of operations or 
reliance upon a representation or warranty made at any 
time with respect thereto, but only if the Personal Injury 
or Property Damage occurs after such operations have 
been completed or abandoned and occurs away from 
premises owned by or rented to the Named Insured. 
"Operations" include materials, parts or equipment 
furnished in connection therewith. "Operations" shall be 
deemed completed at the earliest of the following times: 
(1) when all operations to be performed by or on behalf of 
the Named Insured under the contract have been 
completed, (2) when all operations to be performed by or 
on behalf of the Named Insured at the site of the 
operations have been completed, or (3) when the portion 
of the work out of which the Personal Injury or Property 
Damage arises has been put to its intended use by any 
person or organization other than another contractor or 
subcontractor engaged in performing operations for a 
principal as part of the same project.

person or organization arising out of operations for such 
person or organization by or in behalf of the Named 
Insured or premises or other facilities owned or used by 
the Named Insured, (e) if the Named Insured is 
designated in the declarations as a partnership or joint 
venture, the partnership or joint venture so designated 
and any partner or member thereof but only with respect 
to his or her liability as such, and 

(2) with respect to the ownership, operation, main­
tenance, use, loading or unloading of Automobiles, (a) 
the Named Insured, (b) any person or organization, other 
than the Named Insured, included as an insured or 
additional insured in any Primary Policy. 

(3) This policy does not apply to the conduct of any 
partnership or joint venture of which the insured is a 
partner or member and which is not designated in this 
policy as a Named Insured. 

G. NAMED INSURED—(1) the named insured as stated 
in the declarations of this policy, (2) if a named insured is 
designated in the declarations as an individual, the 
individual so designated and spouse, but only with 
respect to the conduct of a Business of which the 
individual named insured is the sole proprietor, (3) any 
wholly-owned subsidiary of the named insured, (4) any 
other organization which is controlled and managed by 
the named insured other than a partnership or joint 
venture; provided that, as respects any such subsidiary or 
other organization formed or acquired after the effective 
date of this policy, this policy shall apply only for the first 
thirty (30) days following the date of its formation or 
acquisition unless, (a) within that thirty (30) day period the 
named insured shall request the Company to include 
such subsidiary or other organization as a named insured 
and (b) the Company agrees to do so. 

H. NAMED INSURED'S PRODUCTS—goods or products

K. PERSONAL INJURY LIABILITY—bodily injury, sick­
ness, physical or mental disability, disease, shock, mental 
anguish or emotional upset, malicious prosecution, false 
arrest, false imprisonment, false detention, wrongful entry, 
wrongful eviction or other invasion of the right of private 
occupancy, humiliation, and except when arising out of 
Advertising Injury by or on behalf of the Insured, libel 
and slander, defamation of character, or invasion of 
privacy, sustained by any person or organization, including 
death at any time if resulting therefrom. 

L. PRODUCTS HAZARD—Personal Injury or Property 
Damage arising out of the Named Insured's Products or 
reliance upon a representation or warranty made at any 
time with respect thereto, but only if the Personal Injury 
or Property Damage occurs away from premises owned 
by or rented to the Named Insured and after physical 
possession of such products has been relinquished to 
others. 

M. PROPERTY DAMAGE—(1) physical injury to or 
destruction of tangible property including loss of use 
thereof at any time resulting therefrom, or (2) loss of use 
of tangible property which has not been physically injured 
or destroyed provided such loss of use is caused by an 
Occurrence during the Policy Period. 

N. RECREATIONAL MOTOR VEHICLE—a golf cart or 
snowmobile or if not subject to motor vehicle registration, 
any other land motor vehicle designed for recreational 
use off public roads.

furnished in connection therewith, (4) aircraft rented to, 
used by, or in the care, custody or control of the Insured. 

II. UNDER COVERAGE B.—This Policy Does Not 
Apply: 

A. ADVERTISING—to Advertising Injury with respect to 
any (1) breach of contract, other than breach of implied 
Contract arising out of alleged submission' of any 
advertising material to the Insured, (2) act, or failure to 
act, of the Insured where the Insured knows that such act 
or failure to act is or will be an infringement or violation of 
the rights of others, (3) claim with respect to any property 
rights in or the use of any material owned or alleged to be 
owned by a joint venturer with or independent contractor of 
the Insured supplying material to the Insured, (4) 
dishonest, fraudulent or malicious act or omission of any 
Insured, (5) claim by one Insured against another 
Insured. 

B. AIRCRAFT, WATERCRAFT OR RECREATIONAL 
VEHICLES—to the ownership, maintenance, operation, 
use, loading or unloading of aircraft, Recreational Motor 
Vehicles or watercraft. 
C. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES—to liability arising out of 
the manufacturing, distributing, selling or serving of 
alcoholic beverages or as an owner or lessor of premises 
used for selling or serving alcoholic beverages. 
D. AUTOMOBILES—to the ownership, maintenance, op­
eration, use, loading or unloading of Automobiles within 
the United States of America, it's territories or posses­
sions, Puerto Rico or Canada or while Automobiles are 
being transported between any of these places: except 
that this exclusion does not apply to (1) liability assumed 
under any Contract; (2) Property Damage to property in 
the Insured's care, custody or control; or (3) Personal 
Injury other than bodily injury, sickness, or disease 
including death therefrom. 

E. CONTRACTUAL LIABILITY, PROPERTY—to liability 
assumed by the Insured under any contract for any injury 
to or destruction of property rented to, occupied by, used 
by or in the care, custody or control of the Insured, but this 
exclusion shall not apply in any case where the Insured's 
liability would have been covered by this policy even 
without an assumption of liability under contract. 
F. COVERAGE A—to any claim or suit with respect to 
which insurance is afforded under Coverage A of this 
policy, or would have been afforded except for (1) 
exhaustion of the limits of liability of Coverage A. or (2) the 
fact that said claim or suit was not made or brought 
against the Insured or reported to the Company in 
compliance with the provisions of the third paragraph of 
Insuring Agreement I.A. 
G. PROPERTY DAMAGE—for damage to or loss of use 
of work performed on behalf of the Named Insured arising 
out of the work or any portion thereof, or out of materials, 
parts or equipment furnished in connection therewith. 
H. EMPLOYEE INJURY—to Personal Injury to any 
officer or other employee of the Insured arising out of and 
in the course of that person's employment by the Insured. 
I. EMPLOYER'S, EMPLOYEE'S, OFFICER'S PROP­
ERTY—to any officer or other employee as an Insured 
with respect to Property Damage to any property owned, 
occupied or used by, rented to or in the care, custody or 
control of the employer of such insured officer or other 
employee, or any property owned by any officer or other 
employee of an Insured. 
J. LOSS OF USE—to the loss of use of tangible property 
which has not been physically injured or destroyed 
resulting from (1) a delay in or lack of performance by or 
on behalf of the Named Insured of any Contract or 
agreement, or (2) the failure of the Named Insured's 
Products or work performed by or on behalf of the 
Named Insured to meet the level of performance, quality, 
fitness or durability warranted or represented by the 
Named Insured; but this exclusion does not apply to loss 
of use of other tangible property resulting from the 
sudden and accidental physical injury to or destruction of 
the Named Insured's Products or work performed by or 
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on behalf of the Named Insured after the Named 
Insured's Products or work have been put to use by any 
person or organization other than an Insured. 

K. PRODUCTS/COMPLETED OPERATIONS WITH­
DRAWAL—to damages claimed for the withdrawal, 
inspection, repair, replacement or loss of use of the 
Named Insured's Products or part thereof or work 
completed by or for the Named Insured or of any property 
of which the Named Insured's Products or work form a 

part if the Named Insured's Products, work or property 
are withdrawn from the market or from use because of anv 
known or suspected defect or deficiency therein. 

L. REAL PROPERTY, OCCUPIED OR RENTED—for 
damage to real property of others occupied by or rented 
to the Insured except that this exclusion shall not apply 
until (thirty) 30 consecutive days have elapsed from the 
day the Insured assumes care, custody or control of such 
property. 

CONDITIONS 

A. APPEALS—in the event any Primary Insurer elects 
not to appeal a judgment in excess of the amount of the 
Primary Insurance or Other Insurance, the Company 
may elect to appeal, but in no event shall the liability of the 
Company exceed the amount set forth in the declarations 
and Insuring Agreement II for any one occurrence plus the 
expenses incidental to such appeal. 

B. ARBITRATION—the Company shall not be liable 
under this policy for damages awarded in arbitration 
except (1) an arbitration proceeding wherein an indemni­
tee under a written Contract or agreement seeks 
damages against the Insured on account thereof and 
wherein the Company is entitled to exercise the 
Insured's rights in the choice of arbitrators and in the 
conduct of such arbitration proceedings or (2) an 
arbitration proceeding in which the Company may not 
participate but for which the Company has given written 
consent. 

C. ASSIGNMENT—assignment of interest under this 
policy shall not bind the Company until its consent is 
endorsed hereon; if, however, the Named Insured shall 
die, or be adjudged bankrupt or insolvent within the 
Policy Period, this policy, unless cancelled, shall cover 
the Named Insured's legal representative for the 
unexpired portion of such period, provided that notice of 
cancellation addressed to the Named Insured and 
mailed to the address shown in the declarations shall be 
sufficient notice to effect cancellation of the policy. 

D. ASSISTANCE AND COOPERATION OF THE 
INSURED—the Insured shall cooperate with the Com­
pany and take such steps to protect the Insured's and 
the Company's interests as would reasonably be taken in 
the absence of this insurance and, upon the Company's 
request, attend hearings and trials and assist in effecting 
settlements, securing and giving evidence and, if the 
company should so elect, in the conduct of suits. 

The Insured shall cooperate with the Primary Insurers as 
required by the terms of their policies and comply with all 
terms and conditions thereof and shall enforce any right of 
contribution or indemnity against any person or organiza-

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The Insured shall not at any time make or authorize an 
admission of liability or attempt to settle or otherwise 
dispose of any claim or suit without the written consent of 
the Company. 

In the event any Primary Insurer denies coverage for 
any reason whatsoever, written notice shall immediately 
be given by or on behalf of the Insured to the Company. 
Such notice shall contain the reason for such denial as 
stated by the Primary Insurer. As a condition precedent 
to making a claim under this policy the Insured, upon the 
Company's request, shall initiate legal proceedings 
against said Primary Insurer to determine by final 
judgment the legality of its position. If such legal 
proceedings are unsuccessful, expenses incurred by the 
Insured at the request of the Company shall be paid by 
the Company. 

If the denial of coverage by the Primary Insurer is legally 
upheld because of a breach of a policy condition by the 
Insured, if said breach is not also a breach of a condition 
of this policy, the insurance afforded by this policy shall 
apply only in the same manner as though such Primary 
Insurer's policy had not been breached and had 
remained in full effect. 

E. CANCELLATION—this policy may be cancelled by 
the Named Insured by surrender thereof to the Company 
or any of its authorized agents, or by mailing to the 
Company written notice stating when thereafter the 
cancellation shall be effective. This policy may be 
cancelled by the Company by mailing to the Named 
Insured at the address shown in the declarations written 
notice stating when not less than thirty (30) days 
thereafter, or when cancellation is for non payment of 
premium, ten (10) days thereafter, such cancellation shall 
be effective.

If the Named Insured cancels, the 
earned premium shall be computed in accordance with 
the customary short rate table and procedure. If the 
Company cancels, the earned premium shall be com­
puted pro rata. 

Premium adjustment may be made either at the time 
cancellation is effected or as soon as practicable 
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thereafter. Payment or tender of unearned premium is not 
a condition of cancellation. 

If this policy insures more than one Named Insured, 
cancellation may be effected by the first Named Insured 
for the account of all and notice of cancellation by the 
Company to such first Named Insured shall be notice to 
all Insureds. Payment of any unearned premium to the 
first Named Insured shall be for the account of all 
interests in such payment. 

F. CHANGES—notice to or knowledge possessed by 
any agent or any other person shall not effect a waiver or 
change in any part of this policy or estop the Company 
from asserting any right under the terms of this policy, nor 
shall the terms of this policy be waived or changed except 
by endorsement issued to form a part of this policy. 

G. CONFORMITY WITH STATUTE—the terms of this 
policy which are in conflict with the statutes of the state 
wherein this policy is issued are hereby amended to 
conform to such statutes. 

H. DEFENSE OF CLAIM OR SUIT—when insurance is 
available to the Insured under any Primary Insurance or 
Other Insurance, the Company, although without obliga­
tion to do so, shall have the right and opportunity to 
associate with the Primary Insurer in the defense and 
control of any claim or suit reasonably likely to involve the 
Company under this policy. 
The Company shall assume charge of the settlement or 
defense of any claim or suit against the Insured seeking 
damages on account of Personal Injury, Property 
Damage or Advertising Injury covered by this policy and 
to which no Primary Insurance or Other Insurance 
applies or on account of exhaustion of the aggregate 
limits of liability of the Primary Policies or Other 
Insurance. 
The Company shall not be required to defend any suit 
after the applicable limit of the Company's liability has 
been exhausted by the payment of judgements or 
settlements. 

I. INSPECTION AND AUDIT—the Company shall be 
permitted but not obligated to inspect the Named 
Insured's property and operations at any time. Neither 
the Company's right to make inspections nor the making 
thereof nor any report thereon shall constitute an 
undertaking, on behalf of or for the benefit of the Named 
Insured or others, to determine or warrant that such 
property or operations are safe or healthful, or are in 
compliance with any law, rule or regulation. 

The Company may examine and audit the Named 
Insured's books and records at any time during the 
Policy Period and extensions thereof and within three 
years after the final termination of this policy',* as far as 
they relate to the subject matter of this insurance. 

J . MAINTENANCE OF PRIMARY INSURANCE— 
insurance afforded by the Primary Policies with limits of 
liability not less than as stated in the declarations, or 
renewals or replacements thereof not more restricted, 
shall be in full effect at the inception of this policy and shall 
be maintained during the Policy Period, except for 
reduction of aggregate limits solely as a result of the 
payment of claims arising out of injury (i) which occurs 

during the Policy Period or (ii) for which claim is made 
against the Primary Policy during the Policy Period if 
said Primary Policy applies on the basis of claims first 
made or brought during its policy period. If such Primary 
Insurance is not maintained in full effect by the Insured, 
or if any limits of liability of a Primary Policy are less than 
as stated in the declarations, or if Primary Insurance is 
unavailable to the Insured due to bankruptcy or insol­
vency of the insurer, or if there is any material change in 
the coverage under any Primary Insurance, the in­
surance afforded by this policy shall apply in the same 
manner as though such Primary Policies and limits of 
liability had been in effect, so maintained and unchanged. 

K. NAMED INSURED'S REPRESENTATIONS—by ac­
ceptance of this policy, the Named Insured agrees that 
the statements in the declarations and in any subsequent 
notice relating to this insurance are his or her agreements 
and representations; that this policy is issued and 
continued in reliance upon the truth of such representa­
tions; and that this policy embodies all agreements 
existing between the Named Insured and the Company or 
any of its agents relating to this insurance. 

L. NOTICE OF OCCURRENCE, CLAIM OR SUIT, 
INSURED'S DUTY—when an event causing injury or 
damage takes place which is reasonably likely to give rise 
to a claim under this policy, written notice shall, in addition 
to any obligation the Insured may have under any 
Primary Insurance or Other Insurance, be given as 
soon as practicable by or on behalf of the Insured to the 
Company or any of its authorized agents. Such notice 
shall contain particulars sufficient to identify the Insured 
and reasonably obtainable information concerning the 
time, place and circumstances of such event and 
pertinent details. The insured shall give like notice of any 
claim or suit on account of such event arid shall 
immediately forward to the Company every demand, 
notice, summons or other process received by him or his 
representative, together with copies of reports of inves­
tigations made by the Insured with respect to such claim 
or suit. 

M. OTHER INSURANCE—if there is any Other In­
surance inuring to the benefit of the Insured, the 
insurance hereunder shall apply as excess of and not 
contributory with such insurance. 
If the Insured has another "SUPERCOVER" Policy with 
this Company covering a claim also covered by this policy, 
the Insured must elect which policy shad apply and the 
Company shall be liable under the policy so elected and 
shall not be liable under any other policy. 

N. PAYMENT OF EXPENSES—when the Company 
assumes charge of the settlement or defense of any claim 
or suit against the Insured, the Company will pay, in 
addition to the applicable limit of liability: (1) all expenses 
incurred by the Company, all costs taxed against the 
Insured in any suit defended by the Company and 
interest on the amount of any judgment therein which 
accrues after entry of the judgment and before the 
Company has paid or tendered or deposited in court that 
part of the judgment which does not exceed the limit of 
the Company's liability thereon; (2) premiums on appeal 
bonds required in any such suit, premiums on bonds to 
release attachments in any such suit for an amount not in 
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excess of tne applicable limit of liability of this policy but 
the Company shall have no obligation to apply for or 
furnish any such bonds; (3) reasonable expenses 
incurred by the Insured at the Company's request in 
assisting the Company in the investigation or defense of 
any claim or suit, including actual loss of earnings.

0. PAYMENT OF LOSS, ACTION AGAINST COM­

ing final judgment against the Insured after actual trial or 
by written agreement of the Insured, the claimant, the 
Company and the aforesaid insurers.

If any subsequent payments are made or required to be 
made by the Insured on account of the same event 
causing injury or damage, additional claims may be 
similarly made from time to time and shall be similarly 
subject to the provisions of this condition. 

Nothing contained in this policy shall give any person or 
organization any right to join the Company as a 
co-defendant in any action against the Insured to 
determine the Insured's liability. 

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the Insured shall not relieve 
the Company of any of its obligations hereunder. 

P. PREMIUM—the premium for this policy shall k 

computed on the basis stated in the declarations Th 
advance premium stated in the declarations uniL 
otherwise specified under Basis of Premium as "R 
Charge," is an estimated premium only. The earns,! 
premium shall be computed upon termination of thi 
policy, or the end of each twelve month period if the poiic! 
is written for a three year term, and if the earned premium 
is more than the advance premium paid, the Named 
Insured shall pay the excess to the Company; if less the 
Company shall return to the Named Insured' the 
unearned portion, subject to the annual minimum 
premium stated in the declarations for each twelve 
months of the policy period. 

Q. SEVERABILITY OF INTERESTS—the term Insured 
is used severally, not collectively, but the inclusion in this 
policy of more than one Insured shall not operate to 
increase the limit of the Company's liability. 

R. SUBROGATION—in the event of any payment under 
this policy, the Insured will notify the Company of any of 
the Insured's rights of recovery therefor against any 
person or organization. The Company shall be subro­
gated to all such rights of the Insured and the Insured 
shall execute and deliver instruments and papers and do 
whatever else is necessary to secure such rights. The 
Insured shall do nothing after loss to prejudice such 
rights. 

Any amount recovered through subrogation or otherwise 
shall be apportioned in the inverse order of payment of the 
claim or claims involved to the extent of actual payment 
thereof by ail interests. The expenses of all such 
recoveries and proceedings in connection therewith shall 
be apportioned in the ratio of respective recoveries. With 
respect to proceedings conducted solely by the Com­
pany, if there is no recovery, the Company shall bear the 
expense thereof and if there is a recovery, the Company 
shall be reimbursed in full from such recovery for the 
amount of all expenses incurred by the Company before 
apportionment of such recovery as herein provided. 

S. WORKERS' COMPENSATION AGREEMENT—with 
respect to Personal Injury to or death of any officer or 
other employee arising out of and in the course of 
employment by the Named Insured, it is a condition to the 
recovery of any loss under this policy and the Named 
Insured represents and agrees it has not abrogated and 
will not abrogate its common-law defenses under any 
Workers' Compensation Law by rejection of such law or 
otherwise. In the event the Named Insured shall, at any 
time during the policy period, abrogate such defenses, 
such insurance as is afforded for Personal Injury with 
respect to such officer or other employee shall automat­
ically terminate at the same time.

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VI. BROAD FORM PROPERTY DAMAGE LIABILITY COVERAGE (Including Completed Operations) 

The insurance for property damage liability applies, subject to the following additional provisions: 

(A) Exclusions (k) and (o) of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part are replaced by the 
following: 

(1) to property owned or occupied by or rented to the insured, or, except with respect to the use of elevators, to 
property held by the insured for sale or entrusted to the insured for storage or safekeeping, 

(2) except with respect to liability under a written sidetrack agreement or the use of elevators. 

(a) to property while on premises owned by or rented to the insured for the purpose of having operations 
performed on such property by or on behalf of the insured, 

(b) to tools or equipment while being used by the insured in performing his operations, 

(c) to property in the custody of the insured which is to be installed, erected or used in construction by the 
insured, 

(d) to that particular part of any property, not on premises owned by or rented to the insured, 

(i) upon which operations are being performed by or on behalf of the insured at the time of the 
property damage arising out of such operations, or 

(ii) out of which any property damage arises, or 

(iii) the restoration, repair or replacement of which has been made or is necessary by reason of faulty 
workmanship thereon by or on behalf of the insured; 

(3) with respect to the completed operations hazard and with respect to any classification stated in the policy or 
in the company's manual as "including completed operations", to property damage to work performed by the 
named insured arising out of such work or any portion thereof, or out of such materials, parts or equipment 
furnished in connection therewith, 

(B) Coverage afforded under this Section VI shall be excess insurance over any valid and collectible property insurance 
(including any deductible portion thereof) available to the insured, such as, but not limited to. Fire, Extended 
Coverage, Builder's Risk Coverage or Installation Risk Coverage, and the Other Insurance Condition of the policy is 
amended accordingly. 

VII. INCIDENTAL MEDICAL MALPRACTICE LIABILITY COVERAGE 

The definition of bodily injury is amended to include Incidental Medical Malpractice Injury. 

Incidental Medical Malpractice Injury means injury arising out of the rendering of or failure to render, during the policy 
period, the following services:

VIII. NON-OWNED WATERCRAFT LIABILITY COVERAGE (under 26 feet in length) 

Exclusion (e) of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part does not apply to any watercraft under 
26 feet in length provided such watercraft is neither owned by the named insured nor being used to carry persons or 
property for a charge.

A. Anywhere in the world with respect to bodily injury, property damage, personal injury or advertising injury arising 
out of the activities of any insured permanently domiciled in the United States of America though temporarily 
outside the United States of America, its territories and posessions or Canada, provided the original suit for 

. damages because of any such injury or damage is brought within the United States of America, its territories or 
possessions of Canada. 

Such insurance as is afforded by paragraph A. above shall not apply: 

(1) to bodily injury or property damage included within the completed operations hazard or the products hazard; 

(2) to premises medical payments coverage. 

X. ADDITIONAL PERSONS INSURED 

As respects bodily injury, property damage and advertising injury and personal injury coverages, under the provision 
"Persons Insured", the following are added as insureds: 

(1) Spouse — Partnership — If the named insured is a partnership, the spouse of a partner but only with respect to the 
conduct of the business of the named insured. 

(2) Employee — Any employee of the mm ii insured while acting within the scope of his duties as such, but the 
insurance afforded to such employee d--> .tot ipply: 

(a) to bodily injury or personal injury tn .• -cr employee of the named insured arising out of or in the course of 
his employment; 

(b) to bodily injury, personal injury or auvei cising injury to the named insured, or if the named insured is a 
partnership or joint venture, any partner or member thereof, or the spouse of any of the foregoing; 

(c) to property damage to property owned, occupied or used by, rented to, in the care, custody or control of or 
over which physical control is being exercised for any purpose by another employee of the named insured, or 
by the named insured or, if the named insured is a partnership or joint venture, any partner or member 
thereof or by the spouse of any of the foregoing. 

XI. EXTENDED BODILY INJURY COVERAGE 

The definition of occurrence is amended to include bodily injury resulting from assault and battery committed by or at 
the direction of the insured provided the injury arises solely from the use of reasonable force for the purpose of 
protecting persons or property. 
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XII. VENDORS COVERAGE 

As respects coverage afforded by the policy for the products hazard any person or organization who is a vendor of the 
named insured's products shall be an additional insured, but only with respect to the distribution or sale in the regular 
course of the vendor's business of the named insured's products subject to the following additional provisions:

(2) The insurance does not not apply to any person or organization, as insured, from whom the named insured has 
acquired such products or any ingredient part or container, entering into, accompanying or containing such 
products. 

XIII. LESSORS OF PREMISES 

The "Persons Insured" provision of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part is amended to include 
as an insured any person or organization who is a lessor of premises leased to the named insured with respect to liability 
arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of that part of the premises leased to the named insured, and subject to 
the following additional exclusions:

for which liability is assumed by the insured under an incidental contract; 

"incidental contract" means any written (1) lease of premises. (2) easement 
agreement, except in connection with construction or demolition operations on or 
adjacent to a railroad. (3) undertaking to indemnify a municipality required by 
municipal ordinance, except in connection with work for the municipality, (A) 
sidetrack agreement, or (5) elevator maintenance agreement; 

"insured" means any person or organization qualifying as an insured in the 
"Persons Insured" provision of the applicable insurance coverage. The insurance 
afforded applies separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit is 
brought, except with respect to the limits of the company's liability;

(B) Coverage afforded under this Section VI shall b. .xces, insurance over any valid and collectible property insurance 
(including any deductible portion thereof) available to th. insured, such as. but not l.m.ted to. Fire Extended 
Coverage, Builder's Risk Coverage or Installation Risk Coverage, and the Other Insurance Condition of the policy .s 

amended accordingly. 

VII. INCIDENTAL MEDICAL MALPRACTICE LIABILITY COVERAGE 

The definition of bodily injury is amended to include Incidental Medical Malpractice Injury. 

Incidental Medical Malpractice Injury mean, injury arising out of the rendering of or failure to render, during the policy 

period, the following services: 

(A) medical, surgical, dental x-ray or nursing service or treatment or the furnishing of food or beverages in connection 

therewith; or 

(B) the furnishing or dispensing of drugs or medical, dental or surgical supplies or appliances. 

This coverage does not apply to:

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(4) any use of x-ray apparatus for therapeutic treatment 

VIII. NON-OWN ED WATERCRAFT LIABILITY COVERAGE (under 26 feet in length) 

Exclusion (e) of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part does not apply to any watercraft under 
26 feet in length provided such watercraft is neither owned by the named insured nor being used to carry persons or 
property for a charge. Coverage does not apply while such watercraft is being used on the high seas being defined as 
beyond 12 miles from the shores of the Continental United States. 

Where the insured is, irrespective of this coverage, covered or protected against any loss or daim which would otherwise 
have been paid by the company under this endorsement, there shall be no contribution or participation by this 
company on the basis of excess, contributing, deficiency, concurrent, or double insurance or otherwise. 

IX. WORLWIDE LIABILITY COVERAGE 

The definition of IV. Policy Territory of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part is amended to 
include the following: 

A. Anywhere in the world with respect to bodily injury, property damage, personal injury or advertising injury arising 
out of the activities of any insured permanently domiciled in the United States of America though temporarily 
outside the United States of America, its territories and posessions or Canada, provided the original suit for 
damages because of any such injury or damage is brought within the United States of America, its territories or 
possessions of Canada. 

Such insurance as is afforded by paragraph A. above shall not apply: 

(1) to bodily injury or property damage included within the completed operations hazard or the products hazard; 

(2) to premises medical payments coverage. 

X. ADDITIONAL PERSONS INSURED 

As respects bodily injury, property damage and advertising injury and personal injury coverages, under the provision 
"Persons Insured", the following are added as insureds: 

(1) Spouse — Partnership — If the named insured is a partnership, the spouse of a partner but only with respect to the 
conduct of the business of the named insured. 

(2) Employee — Any employee of the named insured while acting within the scope of his duties as such, but the 
insurance afforded to such employee does not apply: 

(a) to bodily injury or personal injury to another employee of the named insured arising out of or in the course of 
his employment; 

(b) to bodily injury, personal injury or advertising injury to the named insured, or if the named insured is a 
partnership or joint venture, any partner or member thereof, or the spouse of any of the foregoing;

XI. EXTENDED BODILY INJURY COVERAGE 

The definition of occurrence is amended to include bodily injury resulting from assault and battery committed by or at 
the direction of the insured provided the injury arises solely from the use of reasonable force for the purpose of 
protecting persons or property. 
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XII. VENDORS COVERAGE 

As respects coverage afforded by the policy for the products hazard any person or organization who is a vendor of the 
named insured's products shall be an additional insured, but only with respect to the distribution or sale in the regular 
course of the vendor's business of the named insured's products subject to the following additional provisions: 

(1) The insurance with respect to the vendor does not apply to: 

(a) any express warranty, or any distribution or sale for a purpose, unauthorized by the named insured; 

(b) bodily injury or property damage arising out of 

(i) any act of the vendor which changes the condition of the products, 

(ii) any failure to maintain the product in merchantable condition, 

(iii) any failure to make such inspections, adjustments, tests or servicing as the vendor has agreed to make 
or normally undertakes to make in the usual course of business in connection with the distribution or 
sale of the products, or 

(iv) products which after distribution or sale by the named insured have been labeled or relabeled or used as a 
container, part or ingredient of any other thing or substance by or for the vendor. 

(c) bodily injury or property damage occurring within the vendor's premises. 

(2) The insurance does not not apply to any person or organization, as insured, from whom the named insured has 
acquired such products or any ingredient part or container, entering into, accompanying or containing such 
products. 

XIII. LESSORS OF PREMISES 

The "Persons Insured" provision of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage Part is amended to include) 

as an insured any person or organization who is a lessor of premises leased to the named insured with respect to liability 

arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of that part of the premises leased to the named insured, and subject to 

the following additional exclusions: 

The insurance does not apply: 

(1) to any occurrence which takes place after the named insured ceases to be a tenant in said premises; 

(2) to structural alterations, new construction or demolition operations performed by or on behalf of the lessor of such 

premises. 

XIV. AUTOMATIC COVERAGE - NEWLY ACQUIRED ORGANIZATIONS (90 DAYS) 

The word insured shall include as named insured any organization which is acquired or formed by the named insured 
and over which the named insured maintains ownership or majority interest, other than a joint venture, provided this 
insurance does not apply to bodily injury, property damage, personal injury and advertising injury with respect to which 
such new organization under this policy is also an insured under any other similar liability or indemnity policy or would 
be an insured under any such policy but for exhaustion of its limits of liability. The insurance afforded hereby shall 
terminate 90 days from the date any such organization is acquired or formed by the named insured unless such 
organization is specifically added to the policy as a named insured by endorsement within the 90 day period.

1. Anne Anderson et als. v. Cryovac, Inc. et als., u S 
D i s t r i c t Court, No. 32-i6 7 2-S : " — :—-

On or about May 14, 1932, 26 members of six families 
residing in Woburn, Massachusetts f i l e d an action agains" 
Beatrice Foods Co. ("Beatrice") and Beatrice's John J. Riley Co." 
Division ("Riley") seeking any unspecified amount of damages as 
well as permanent injunctive r e l i e f under the common law of 
Massachusetts. In t h i s lawsuit, the p l a i n t i f f s allege that, as a 
•result _ of Beatrice's negligence, drinking water wells were 
contaminated. P l a i n t i f f s seek to recover from Beatrice under 
Massachusetts common law theories of negligence and nuisance. 
Four of the p l a i n t i f f s are deceased and the representatives of 
the i r estates seek to recover for wrongful death and conscious 
pain and suffering. 

Suit was i n t i a l l y f i l e d in the Middlesex County Superior 
Court for Massachusetts. I t was removed to the federal d i s t r i c t 
court for the d i s t r i c t of Massachusetts. Beatrice has answered 
by generally denying allegations of the complaint and asserting 
numerous affirmative defenses. Beatrice's co-defendants have 
f i l e d a motion to dismiss based on Fed. R. Civ. p. n . 

This lawsuit is s t i l l in the i n i t i a l stage of discovery. 

2. Braude 3rothers Tanning Corp. v. Beatrice Foods Co., et al 
U.S. D i s t r i c t Court, No. 81-lcU6>H (D. Mass. 1981;: ~~ 

On or about July 21, 1981, a contract tanner and customer of 
the John J. Riley Company f i l e d an action against Beatrice, 
P f i s t e r and Vogel Tanning Company, Riley and four -Beatrice 
employees, seeking an unspecified amount of damages (trebled* 'or 
doubled, i f appropriate) as well as preliminary and oermanent 
injunctive r e l i e f under the Federal a n t i t r u s t laws," various 
Massachusetts. In this lawsuit, the p l a i n t i f f alleges that 
Beatrice's acquisition of Riley and i t s " d e c i s i o n to phase out 
processing leather for the p l a i n t i f f constitutes an unlawful 
contract, combination or conspiracy in re s t r a i n t of trade under 
Section 1 of the Sherman Act.

ARTICLE FIRST 

Stockholders 

Section 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting 
of stockholders sh a l l be neid on the second Tuesday 
of March in each year (or i f that be a legal holiday 
in the place where the meeting i s to be held, on the 
next succeeding f u l l business day) at the hour fixed 
by the Directors or the President and stated in the notice 
of the meeting. The purposes for which the annual meeting 
is to be held, in addition to those prescribed by law, 
by the Articles o,f Organization or by these By-laws, 
may be specified .by the Directors or the President.

Section 14. Committees. The Directors may, 
by vote of a majority of. the number of Directors required 
to constitute a f u l l Board as fixed in or determined 
pursuant to these By-laws as then in e f f e c t , elect from 
t h e i r number an executive or other committees and mav 
by l i k e vote delegate thereto some or a l l of th e i r powers 
except those which by law, the A r t i c l e s of Organization 
or these By-laws they are prohibited from delegating.

The President when present 
sh a l l preside at a l l meetings of. the stockholders and 
of the Directors. He s h a l l be the chief executive o f f i c e r 
of the corporation except as the Board of Directors may 
otherwise provide. I t s h a l l be his duty and he shall 
have the power to see that a l l orders and resolutions 
of the Directors are carried into e f f e c t . He shall from 
time to time report to the Directors a l l matters within 
his knowledge which the interests of the corporation 
may require to be brought to i t s notice. The President 
s h a l l perform such duties and have such powers additional 
to the foregoing as the Directors shall designate. 

Section 7. Vice Presidents. In the absence 
or d i s a b i l i t y of the President, his-powers and duties 
s h a l l be performed by the Vice President, i f only one, 
or, i f more than one, by the one designated for the 
purpose by the Directors. Each Vice President s h a l l 
have such other powers and perform such other duties 
as the Directors s h a l l from time to time designate. 

Section 8. Treasurer. The Treasurer s h a l l , 
subject to the d i r e c t i o n of the Directors, have general 
charge of the f i n a n c i a l a f f a i r s of the corporation and 
s h a l l cause to be kept accurate books of account. He 
s h a l l have custody of a l l funds, s e c u r i t i e s , and valuable 
documents of the corporation, except as the Directors 
may otherwise provide. He shall promptly render to the 
President and to the Directors such statements of his 
transactions and accounts as the President and Directors 
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respectively may from time to time require. The Treasurer 
shall perform such duties and have such powers additional 
to the foregoing as the Directors may designate. 

Section 9. Assistant Treasurers. In the absence 
or disability of the Treasurer, his powers and duties 
shall be performed by the Assistant Treasurer, i f only 
one, or, i f more than one, by the one designated for 
the purpose by the Directors. Each Assistant Treasurer 
shall have such other powers and perform such other duties 
as the Directors shall from time to time designate. 

Section 10. Clerk. The Clerk shall record in 
books kept tor the purpose a l l votes and proceedings 
of the stockholders and, i f there be no Secretary or 
Assistant Secretary, of the Directors at their meetings. 
Unless the Directors shall appoint a transfer agent and/or 
registrar or other officer or officers for the purpose, 
the Clerk shall, be charged with the duty of keeping, 
or causing to be kept, accurate records of a l l stock 
outstanding, stock certificates issued and stock 
transfers; and, subject to such other or different rules 
as shall be adopted from time to time by the Directors, 
such records may be kept solely in the stock certificate 
books. The Clerk shall perform such duties and have 
such powers additional to the foregoing as the Directors 
shall designate. 

S e c t i ° n 1 1• Assistant Clerks. In the absence 
o f t h e Cleric from any meeting or the stockholders or, 
if there be no Secretary or Assistant Secretary, from 
any meeting of the Directors, the Assistant Clerk, if 
one be elected, or, i f there be more than one, the one 
designated for the purpose by the Directors, otherwise 
a Temporary Clerk designated by the person presiding 
at the meeting, shall perform the duties of"the Clerk. 
Each Assistant Clerk shall have such other powers and 
perform such other duties as the Directors may from time 
to time designate. 

Section 12. Secretary and Assistant Secretaries. 
If a Secretary is elected, he shall keep a record or 
the meetings of the Directors and in his absence, an 
Assistant Secretary, i f one be elected, or, if there 
be more than one, the one designated for the purpose 
by the Directors, otherwise a Temporary Secretary 
designated by the person "presiding at the meeting, shall 
perform the duties of the Secretary. Each Assistant 
Secretary shall have such other powers and perform such 
other duties as the Directors may from time to time 
designate. 



ARTICLE FOURTH 

Provisions Relating to Capital Stock 

Section 1. Issuance and Consideration. Any 
unissued c a p i t a l stock from tune to time authorized under 
the A r t i c l e s of Organization may be issued by vote of 
the stockholders or by vote of the Directors. No stock 
s h a l l be issued unless the cash, so far as due, or the 
property, services or expenses for which i t was authorized 
to be issued, has been actually received or incurred 
by, or conveyed or rendered to, the corporation, or is 
in i t s possession as surplus. 

Section 2. C e r t i f i c a t e s of Stock. Each 
stockholder s i \ a i l be e n t i t l e d to a c e r t i f i c a t e or 
c e r t i f i c a t e s representing in the aggregate the shares 
owned by him and c e r t i f y i n g the number and class thereof, 
which s h a l l be i n such form as the Directors s h a l l adopt. 
Each c e r t i f i c a t e of stock s h a l l be signed by the President 
or a Vice President and by the Treasurer or an Assistant 
Treasurer, but when a c e r t i f i c a t e is countersigned by 
a transfer agent or a r e g i s t r a r , other than a Director, 
o f f i c e r or employee of the corporation, such signatures 
may be facsimiles. In case any o f f i c e r who has signed 
or whose facsimile signature has been placed on such 
c e r t i f i c a t e s h a l l have ceased to be such o f f i c e r before 
such c e r t i f i c a t e is issued, i t may be issued by the 
corporation with the same e f f e c t as i f he were such 
o f f i c e r at the time of i t s issue. Every c e r t i f i c a t e 
for shares of stock which are subject to any r e s t r i c t i o n 
on transfer pursuant to the A r t i c l e s of Organization, 
the By-laws or any agreement to which the corporation 
is a party, s h a l l have the r e s t r i c t i o n noted conspicuously 
on the c e r t i f i c a t e and s h a l l also set f o r t h on the face 
or back either the f u l l text of the r e s t r i c t i o n or a 
statement of the existence of such r e s t r i c t i o n and a 
statement that the corporation w i l l furnish a copy to 
the holder of such c e r t i f i c a t e upon w r i t t e n request and 
without charge. Every c e r t i f i c a t e issued when the 
corporation is authorized to issue more than one class 
or series of stock s h a l l set f o r t h on i t s face or back 
either the f u l l text of the preferences, voting powers, 
q u a l i f i c a t i o n s and special and r e l a t i v e rights of the 
shares of each class and series authorized to be issued 
or a statement .of the existence of such preferences, 
powers, q u a l i f i c a t i o n s and r i g h t s , and a statement that 
the corporation w i l l furnish a copy thereof to the holder 
of such c e r t i f i c a t e upon w r i t t e n request and without 
charge. 
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Section 3. Transfer of Stock. The stock of 
the corporation shall be transferable, so as to affect 
the rights of the corporation, only by transfer recorded 
on the books of the corporation, in person or by duly 
authorized attorney, and upon the surrender of the 
c e r t i f i c a t e or c e r t i f i c a t e s properly endorsed or assigned. 

Section 4. Equitable Interests Not Recognized. 
The corporation shall be entitled to treat the holder 
of record of any share or shares of stock as the holder 
in fact thereof and shall not be bound to recognize any 
equitable or other claim to or interest in such share 
or shares on the part of any other person except as may 
be otherwise expressly provided by law. 

Section 5. Lost or Destroyed Certificates. 
The Directors of the corporation may, subject to 
Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 156B, Section 29, 
as amended from time to time, determine the conditions 
upon which a new c e r t i f i c a t e of stock may be issued in 
place of any c e r t i f i c a t e alleged to have been lost, 
destroyed, or mutilated. 

ARTICLE FIFTH 

Stock in Other Corporations 

Except as the Directors may otherwise designate, 
the President or Treasurer may waive notice of, and 
appoint any person or persons to act as proxy or attorney 
in fact for this corporation (with or without power of 
substitution) at, any meeting of stockholders or 
shareholders of any other corporation or organization, 
the securities of which may be held by this corporation. 

ARTICLE SIXTH 

Inspection of Records 

Books, accounts, documents and records of the 
corporation shall be open to inspection by any Director 
at a l l times during the usual hours of business. The 
original, or attested copies, of the Articles of 
Organization, By-laws and records of a l l meetings of 
the incorporators and stockholders, and the stock and 
transfer records, which shall contain the names of a l l 
stockholders and the record address and the amount of 
stock held by each, shall be kept in Massachusetts at 
the principal office of the corporation, or at an office 
of i t s transfer agent or of the Clerk. Said copies and 
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records need not a l l be kept i n the same o f f i c e . They 
s h a l l be a v a i l a b l e at a l l reasonable times to the 
insp e c t i o n of any stockholder f o r any proper purpose 
but not to secure a l i s t of stockholders f o r the purpose 
of s e l l i n g said l i s t or copies thereof or of using the 
same f o r a purpose other than i n the i n t e r e s t of the 
a p p l i c a n t , as a stockholder, r e l a t i v e t o the a f f a i r s 
of the c o r p o r a t i o n . 

ARTICLE SEVENTH 

Checks, Notes, Drafts and Other Instruments 

Checks, notes, d r a f t s and other instruments f o r 
the payment of money drawn or endorsed i n the name of 
the c o r p o r a t i o n may be signed by any o f f i c e r or o f f i c e r s 
or person or persons authorized by the D i r e c t o r s t o sign 
the same. No o f f i c e r or person s h a l l sign any such 
instrument as aforesaid unless authorized by the D i r e c t o r 
to do so. ' 

ARTICLE EIGHTH 

Seal 

The seal of the c o r p o r a t i o n s h a l l be c i r c u l a r 
i n form, bearing i t s name, the word "Massachusetts", 
and the year of i t s i n c o r p o r a t i o n . The Treasurer s h a l l 
have custody of the seal and may a f f i x i t (as may any 
other o f f i c e r i f authorized by the D i r e c t o r s ) to any 
instrument r e q u i r i n g the corporate seal. 

ARTICLE NINTH 

F i s c a l Year 

The f i s c a l year of the co r p o r a t i o n s h a l l be the 
year ending w i t h the 31st day of December i n each year. 
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ARTICLE TENTH 

In t e r e s t e d D i r e c t o r s and O f f i c e r s 

The D i r e c t o r s s h a l l have the power to f i x t h e i r 
compensation from time to time. No c o n t r a c t or 
t r a n s a c t i o n between the c o r p o r a t i o n and one or more of 
i t s D i r e c t o r s or o f f i c e r s , o r between the c o r p o r a t i o n 
and any other c o r p o r a t i o n , p a r t n e r s h i p , a s s o c i a t i o n , 
or o t h e r o r g a n i z a t i o n i n which one or more of i t s 
D i r e c t o r s o r o f f i c e r s are d i r e c t o r s or o f f i c e r s , o r have 
a f i n a n c i a l o r othe r i n t e r e s t , s h a l l be void or voidable 
s o l e l y f o r t h i s reason, o r s o l e l y because the D i r e c t o r 
or o f f i c e r i s present a t o r p a r t i c i p a t e s i n the meeting 
of the Board of D i r e c t o r s or committee thereof which 
auth o r i z e s the c o n t r a c t or t r a n s a c t i o n , o r s o l e l y because 
h i s or t h e i r votes are counted f o r such purpose, nor 
s h a l l any D i r e c t o r o r O f f i c e r be under any l i a b i l i t y 
t o the c o r p o r a t i o n on account of any such c o n t r a c t o r 
t r a n s a c t i o n i f : 

(1) The m a t e r i a l f a c t s as to h i s r e l a t i o n s h i p 
o r i n t e r e s t and as t o the c o n t r a c t o r 
t r a n s a c t i o n are dis c l o s e d or are known to 
the Board of D i r e c t o r s or the committee, 
and the Board or committee authorized the 
c o n t r a c t o r t r a n s a c t i o n by the a f f i r m a t i v e 
votes of a m a j o r i t y of the d i s i n t e r e s t e d 
D i r e c t o r s , even though the d i s i n t e r e s t e d 
D i r e c t o r s be less than a quorum; or 

(2) The m a t e r i a l f a c t s as to h i s r e l a t i o n s h i p 
or i n t e r e s t and as t o the c o n t r a c t or 
t r a n s a c t i o n are disc l o s e d or are known to 
the stockholders e n t i t l e d to vote thereon, 
and the c o n t r a c t o r t r a n s a c t i o n i s 
s p e c i f i c a l l y approved by vote of the 
stockho l d e r s ; or 

(3) The c o n t r a c t o r t r a n s a c t i o n i s f a i r as to 
the c o r p o r a t i o n as of the time i t i s 
au t h o r i z e d , approved or r a t i f i e d , by the 
Board of D i r e c t o r s , a committee t h e r e o f , 
o r the stockholders. 

Common o r i n t e r e s t e d d i r e c t o r s may be counted i n 
determining the presence of a quo ruir. a t a meeting c f 
the Board of D i r e c t o r s o r of a committee which authorizes 
the c o n t r a c t or t r a n s a c t i o n , and i f they are stockholders, 
t h e i r votes may be counted f o r the purpose of a 
stockholder vote approving such c o n t r a c t or t r a n s a c t i o n . 
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ARTICLE ELEVENTH 

Indemnification 

The corporation s h a l l , to the extent l e g a l l y 
permissible, indemnify any person serving or who has 
served as a Director or o f f i c e r of the corporation, or 
at i t s request as a Director or o f f i c e r of any 
organization i n which the corporation d i r e c t l y or 
i n d i r e c t l y owns shares or of which i t i s a c r e d i t o r , 
against a l l l i a b i l i t i e s and expenses, including amounts 
paid i n s a t i s f a c t i o n of judgments, i n compromise or as 
fines and penalties, and counsel fees, reasonably incurred 
by him i n connection with the defense or di s p o s i t i o n 
of any action, s u i t or other proceeding, whether c i v i l 
or c r i m i n a l , i n which he may be involved or with which 
he may be threatened, while i n o f f i c e or thereafter, 
by reason of tyis being or having been such a Director 
or o f f i c e r , except with respect to any matter as to which 
he s h a l l have been adjudicated i n any proceeding not 
to have acted i n good f a i t h i n the reasonable b e l i e f 
that his action was i n the best interests of the 
corporation; provided, however, that as to any matter 
disposed of by a compromise payment by such Director 
or o f f i c e r , pursuant to a consent decree or otherwise, 
no indemnification e i t h e r f o r said payment or for any 
other expenses s h a l l be provided unless such compromise 
and indemnification therefor s h a l l be approved: 

( i ) by a majority vote of a quorum consisting 
of disinterested Directors; 

( i i ) i f such a quorum cannot be obtained, then 
by a majority vote of a committee of the 
Board of Directors consisting of a l l the 
disinterested Directors; 

( i i i ) i f there are not two or more disinterested 
Directors i n o f f i c e , then by a majority 
of the Directors then i n o f f i c e , provided 
they have obtained an opinion in w r i t i n g 
of special independent legal counsel 
appointed by a majority of the Directors 
to the e f f e c t that, based upon a reasonable 
in v e s t i g a t i o n of the relevant facts as 
describee1, in such opinion, such Director 
or o f f i c e r appears to have acted i n good 
f a i t h i n the reasonable b e l i e f that his 
action was i n the best interests of the 
corporation; 
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( i v ) by the holders of a m a j o r i t y of the shares 
of stock e n t i t l e d to vote f o r the e l e c t i o n 
of D i r e c t o r s , which m a j o r i t y may include 
i n t e r e s t e d D i r e c t o r s and o f f i c e r s ; or 

(v) by a c o u r t of competent j u r i s d i c t i o n . 

The n o t i c e of any meeting of the D i r e c t o r s or any 
committee thereof or the stockholders and any waiver 
of such n o t i c e s h a l l s p e c i f y i n d e m n i f i c a t i o n as one of 
the purposes of such meeting. 

I f authorized i n the manner s p e c i f i e d above f o r 
compromise payments, expenses i n c l u d i n g counsel fees, 
reasonably in c u r r e d by any such D i r e c t o r or o f f i c e r i n 
connection w i t h the defense o r d i s p o s i t i o n of any such 
a c t i o n , s u i t or other proceeding may be paid from time 
to time by the c o r p o r a t i o n i n advance of the f i n a l 
d i s p o s i t i o n thereof upon r e c e i p t of (a) an a f f i d a v i t 
of such i n d i v i d u a l of h i s good f a i t h b e l i e f t h a t he has 
met the standard of conduct necessary f o r i n d e m n i f i c a t i o n 
under t h i s A r t i c l e , and (b) an undertaking by such 
i n d i v i d u a l to repay the amounts so paid to the c o r p o r a t i o n 
i f i t i s u l t i m a t e l y determined t h a t i n d e m n i f i c a t i o n f o r 
such expenses i s not authorized by law or under t h i s 
Section. 

I f both the c o r p o r a t i o n and any D i r e c t o r or 
o f f i c e r are p a r t i e s t o an a c t i o n , s u i t or proceeding 
(other than an a c t i o n or s u i t by or i n the r i g h t of the 
c o r p o r a t i o n to procure a judgment i n i t s f a v o r ) , counsel 
representing the c o r p o r a t i o n t h e r e i n may also represent 
such D i r e c t o r or o f f i c e r (unless such dual r e p r e s e n t a t i o n 
would i n v o l v e such counsel i n a c o n f l i c t of i n t e r e s t 
i n v i o l a t i o n of a p p l i c a b l e p r i n c i p l e s of p r o f e s s i o n a l 
e t h i c s ) , and the c o r p o r a t i o n s h a l l pay a l l fees and 
expenses of such counsel i n c u r r e d during the period of 
dual r e p r e s e n t a t i o n o t h e r than those, i f any/as would 
not have been incurred i f counsel were representing only 
the c o r p o r a t i o n ; and any a l l o c a t i o n made i n good f a i t h 
by such counsel of fees and disbursements payable under 
t h i s paragraph by the c o r p o r a t i o n versus fees and 
disbursements payable by any D i r e c t o r or o f f i c e r s h a l l 
be f i n a l and binding upon the c o r p o r a t i o n and such 
D i r e c t o r or o f f i c e r .

The r i g h t of i n d e m n i f i c a t i o n hereby provided 
s h a l l not be ex c l u s i v e of or a f f e c t any other r i g h t s 
to which any such D i r e c t o r o r o f f i c e r may be e n t i t l e d . 
Nothing contained i n t h i s Section s h a l l a f f e c t any r i g h t s 
t o i n d e m n i f i c a t i o n t o which corporate personnel other 
than such D i r e c t o r s o r o f f i c e r s may be e n t i t l e d by 
c o n t r a c t , by vote o f the Board of D i r e c t o r s , or otherwise 
under law. 

As used i n t h i s A r t i c l e the terms " D i r e c t o r " 
and " o f f i c e r " include t h e i r r e s p e c t i v e h e i r s , executors 
and a d m i n i s t r a t o r s , and an " i n t e r e s t e d " D i r e c t o r o r 
o f f i c e r - i s one against whom i n such capacity the 
proceedings i n question o r oth e r proceedings on the same 
or s i m i l a r grounds i s then pending. 

I f any term or p r o v i s i o n of t h i s A r t i c l e , or 
the a p p l i c a t i o n thereof t o any person or circumstances, 
s h a l l to any ext e n t be held i n v a l i d or unenforceable, 
the remainder.of t h i s A r t i c l e , o r the a p p l i c a t i o n of 
such term or p r o v i s i o n t o persons or circumstances other 
than those as t o which i t i s held i n v a l i d or 
unenforceable, s h a l l not be a f f e c t e d thereby, and each 
term and p r o v i s i o n of t h i s A r t i c l e s h a l l be held v a l i d 
and be enforced to the f u l l e s t e x tent p e r m i t t e d by law. 

ARTICLE TWELFTH 

Amendments 

These By-laws may a t any time be amended by vote 
of the stockholders, provided t h a t n o t i c e of the substance 
of the proposed amendment i s stat e d i n the n o t i c e of 
the meeting. I f authorized by the A r t i c l e s of 
Organization, the D i r e c t o r s may also make, amend, or 
repeal these By-laws, i n whole or i n p a r t , except w i t h 
respect to any p r o v i s i o n t h e r e o f which by law, the 
A r t i c l e s of Org a n i z a t i o n , o r these By-laws r e q u i r e s a c t i o n 
by the stockholders. Not l a t e r than the time of g i v i n g 
n o t i c e of the meeting of stockholders next f o l l o w i n g 
the making, amending or re p e a l i n g by the D i r e c t o r s of 
any by-law, n o t i c e thereof s t a t i n g the substance of such 
change s h a l l be given to a l l stockholders e n t i t l e d to 
vote on amending the By-laws. Any By-law adopted by 
the D i r e c t o r s may be amended or repealed by the 
stockholders. 
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
