Th 
response is subject to the reservations set forth in a letter 
of even date to Attorney Lisa Gollin Evans from Attorney Mary 



K. Ryan. Wildwood understands that the information requests 
have been made pursuant to the statutory authority of the 
Environmental Protection Agency ("EPA") under §3007(a) of the 
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976 ("RCRA"), 42 
U.S.C. §6927(a), and §104(e)(2) of the Comprehensive 
Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act 
("CERCLA"), 42 U.S.C. §9604(e)(2), as amended by the Superfund 
Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986 ("SARA"), P.L. 
99-499. 

Wildwood objects to the instruction contained in the 
information request purporting to impose upon Wildwood an 
obligation of indefinite duration to supplement this response 
should any information not presently known or available to 
Wildwood become known or available at any time in the future. 
Wildwood contests EPA's authority, under the above-referenced 
statutory provisions, to impose such an undue and continuous 
burden upon Wildwood. Wildwood will, however, attempt to 
disclose in this response all relevant, non-privileged 
information presently available to Wildwood which is responsive 
to the (questions put. Further, should EPA make a specific 
request for supplementation at any time after receiving this 
response, Wildwood will endeavor to respond. 
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Wildwood objects also to the definition of the terms "you" 
and "Respondent" insofar as it purports to include 
"contractors" of Wildwood.

a. The City of Woburn ("City") owns a portion of the 
Facility, namely, a 20 foot strip of land, 10 feet on each side 
of the center line of the City sewer line. 

b. The City and the Massachusetts Water Resources 
Authority ("MWRA"), have easements over a portion of the 
Facility in connection with sewer lines running through the 
property. 

c. Wildwood owns the Facility, subject to the interests 
of the City of Woburn and MWRA described above, and further 
subject to an easement for the use of Production Well No. 2 
running to the tannery parcel and flowage rights as set forth 
in Doc. No. 338765. 

Wildwood will produce a copy of the Asset Purchase 
Agreement pursuant to which it purchased the Facility from 
Beatrice Foods Co., a copy of the Certificate of Title standing 
in the name of Wildwood, and other documents it has relevant to 
the interests described above. A copy of the index to the 1983 
closing documents is also submitted; upon request, copies of 
any additional closing documents will be produced.

Response 9 

a. The John J. Riley Company acquired the Facility from 
the City of Woburn after a tax taking in December 1951. The 
John J. Riley Company merged with Beatrice Foods Co. in 
December 1978 as evidenced by the Agreement and Plan of Merger 
produced herewith. (A copy of the closing index for the 1978 
transaction is submitted; upon request, copies of any 
additional closing documents will be produced.) In January 
1983, Beatrice Foods Co. sold the property to Wildwood. At all 
times of which Wildwood has knowledge, the City of Woburn owned 
in fee simple a strip of land within the Facility associated 
with its sewer line. 

b. Wildwood has no knowledge of hazardous materials 
released or threatened to be released at the Facility, but in 
response to this question, reference is made to the sampling 
and analysis reports and other information collected by or made 
available to EPA as part of its study of the Site, and the 
deposition transcripts and exhibits and the trial transcripts 
and exhibits from Anderson, et al v. Cryovac, Inc., et al.

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In approximately August or September 1982, a portion 
of the southern border of the Wildwood property was fenced, 
which included the dirt road which was blocked by a locked 
gate. The fence was approximately eighty feet long, six feet 
high and made of galvanized chain link. The fence was extended 
around the entire Facility in 1986. 

b. Production Well No. 2 is a gravel-packed well 
approximately 45-50 feet in depth. Test wells were sunk in 
1981 to explore the possibility of a new well installation; 
documents pertinent thereto are provided. 

c. The City of Woburn and the Massachusetts Water 
Resources Authority both have sewer lines with manholes running 
through the property. There is also a pipe running from the 
well toward the railroad tracks and then to the tannery. 

d. None. 

e. Prior to or at the time when the fence was installed 
in 1982, dirt in the area of the fence near the dirt road was 
mounded inside the fence. 

f. The well production rate is dependent upon production 
levels of the plant. See Response 16 for further information. 
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When installed in 1958, Production Well No. 2 was rated at 
approximately 700 gallons per minute with 13'-8" drawdown or 51 
gallons per minute per foot of drawdown.

See documents produced herewith. These documents concern 
both Production Well No. 2 and a second production well not on 
the Facility (Production Well No. 1, on the main tannery 
parcel).

contractual relationship, that may have caused the release or 
threat of release of hazardous substances at the Site or at the 
Facility and the damages relating therefrom and identify such 
persons. In addition, describe all precautions that you took 
against foreseeable acts or omissions of any such third parties 
and the consequences that could foreseeably result from such 
acts or omissions. 
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Response 12 

Wildwood has no direct knowledge of any events which may 
have caused the release or threat of release of hazardous 
substances at the Site or Facility. No employees, agents, or 
contractors of Wildwood ever caused the release or threat of 
release of hazardous substances on the Facility. Certain 
allegations concerning the release or threat of release of 
hazardous substances at the Site or Facility were made in 
Anderson, et al• v. Cryovac, Inc. et al. See Response 5, 
above. In addition, upon information and belief, the sewer 
lines on the Wildwood property overflowed from time to time, 
discharging unknown substances onto the property. See also 
Response 14, concerning Whitney Barrel. Hazardous substances 
have also been detected on property north of the Facility. 

On the date that Wildwood became owner of the Facility, the 
Site already was listed on the original proposed NPL. The 
Wildwood land has no public access road, is landlocked on three 
sides, and the fourth side is wetland or river. A dirt road 
crosses the property in a north/south orientation. As 
described above in Response 10.a., in 1982 Mr. Riley erected a 
fence across a portion of the southern border of the property; 
this fence included a locked gate across the narrow dirt road. 
In order to reach the gate, one enters the Aberjona Auto 
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Company property from Salem Street and follows the dirt road 
across that property. Except during business hours, the dirt 
road through the Aberjona property is secured by a gate or 
blocked by cars; guard dogs were sometimes employed. 

The northern end of the property is narrow; much of it is 
marshy. In the early 1980's, the northern end of the dirt road 
was closed off with very large blocks of stone. 

Since Mr. Riley had been an officer or employee of the 
former owners since the property was acquired in 1951 (except 
for a brief period of military service), he knew at the time 
Wildwood acquired the Facility in 1983 that the prior owners 
only use of the property was in connection with Production Well 
No. 2. 

Question 13 
At the time you acquired the parcels of the Facility, did 

you know or have reason to know that any material was disposed 
of on, in, or at the Facility? Describe all investigations of 
the Facility you undertook prior to acquiring/leasing the 
Facility and all of the facts on which you base the answer to 
the preceding question.

See Response 12, above. At the time Wildwood acquired the 
Facility it was aware of the field investigation done by 



Ecology and Environment, Inc. for EPA, and was generally aware 
of other EPA investigations and sampling activity concerning 
not only the Facility but other portions the Site. 

In addition, Wildwood was also aware of reports of chemical 
analyses of samples taken by tannery employees prior to the 
time it acquired the Facility. In 1977, water from Production 
Well No. 2 was tested by the Tanner's Council of America for 
inorganics only, which reported .009 ppm total chromium, 
.008 ppm lead, 294.7 ppm chloride, 440 dissolved solids and

Question 14 
Have you every been aware of anyone disposing or storing 

materials at the Facility? Have you ever been aware of the 
disposal, storage or removal of materials at the Facility by 
the John J. Riley Tannery Co. or by the Whitney Barrel Co.? If 
the answer to any of these questions is yes, please describe: 

a. The dates that the disposal or storage occurred; 
b. What type of arrangement you had with any of these 

companies for the use of the Facility; 
c. Where the disposal, storage or removal occurred; 
d. What was the chemical composition of the material 

disposed, stored, or removed at the Facility;

Facility. 
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Response 14 

Wildwood is not aware of the disposal, storage or removal 
of materials at the Facility by the prior owners. In further 
response, Wildwood states that in early 1971, Mr. Riley 
observed a number of tanks, six at most, on the southern end of 
the Facility near Production Well No. 2. Approximately 
eighteen months later Mr. Riley observed a few more tanks in 
the same general area. The tanks looked like underground 
storage tanks. Mr. Riley believed the tanks belonged to Mr. 
Whitney; Whitney was asked to remove the tanks and did so. 
Wildwood has no information as to the contents of the tanks or 
whether in fact they contained any material at all. The tanks 
were placed on the property without the consent of prior owners 
of the property. 

Mr. Riley also observed a few drums and pesticide caps on 
the Facility when he accompanied Ecology and Environment, Inc. 
on its field investigation of the Facility. 

Edwin Kaine, now an employee of Riley Leather, visited the 
Wildwood property three or four times between the years 
1959-1985. On his second visit in approximately I960, Kaine 
recalls seeing two or three barrels or parts of barrels just 
north of the production well. Approximately one year later 
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Kaine was walking up the access road on the property and saw 
part of a barrel off the shoulder of the road a few hundred 
feet from the entrance to the property. During one of his 
visits Kaine recalls seeing timbers near the area where he saw 
the barrels on his first visit. Kaine last visited the 
property in the early 1980's with a lawyer for Beatrice. On 
that visit he saw a couple of piles of rubble, which appeared 
to be construction rubble, near the well. He also saw some 
barrels on the way out with printing or the outside saying 
fruit juice or pineapple juice. Mr. Kaine had no information 
as to the contents of any of the barrels he saw in the Facility.

Response 16 

a. The water is and was used exclusively as process water 
in connection with the leather making process at the tannery 
now operated by Riley Leather Company. 
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b. Wildwood has no direct information as to current 
usage, but is informed by Riley Leather that since January 
1986, Production Well No. 2 runs continuously from Sunday night 
to Friday night. In the past Production Well No. 2 was used 
for as much as eighteen hours a day with principal use during a 
ten-hour period. It was pumped five, sometimes six, days a 
week for approximately 50 weeks a year. Production Well No. 2 
was not in use when the tannery was not operating, i.e. 
holidays, vacation or if it broke down. It was not in use for 
a brief time when the sewage treatment plant was installed at 
the tannery in approximately 1985. 

c-d. Production Well No. 2 is not and has not been pumped 
at a constant rate during the day. As previously noted, the 
pumping rate might be as high as 1000 gallons per minute on 
rare occasions. The well production rate is dependent upon 
production levels at the tannery. No records are or have been 
kept of the amount of water pumped from Production Well No. 2, 
so this response is based on estimates only, including 
estimates of total water used in the process. From the date of 
installation in 1958 to 1985, the gallonage per day used in the 
process is estimated to vary in an approximate range of 250,000 
to 400,000 g.p.d. Wildwood is informed that for some portions 
of the period 1958 to 1985, process water was supplied by both 
Production Well No. 2 and a second production well not situated 
at the Facility (Production Well No. l). 
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Riley Leather estimates current pumping of Production Well 
No. 2 at 250,000-350,000 gallons per day. 

To the extent the documents submitted provide water volume 
figures, these numbers may reflect water pumped from both 
Production Well No. 1 and Production Well No. 2.

one another by furnishing any additional information, executing 
and delivering any additional documents and/or instruments and 

doing any and all such other things as may be reasonably required 

by the parties or their counsel to consummate or otherwise 

implement the transaction contemplated by this Agreement. 
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5.02 The Seller shall prepare the Closing Balance Sheet 

in accordance with Seller's normal internal accounting procedures 

and practices as consistently maintained and historically applied 

in accounting for the Division. 

5.03 During the period of five(5) years following the 

Closing Date, the Company shall, upon request, process leather 

for Braude Bros. Tannery, Moran Leather Co. and Amdur Leather 

Co. on standard commercial terms provided that the quantities 

thereof to be processed from time to time shall be reasonably 

within the Company's capacity to produce. Notwithstanding the 

foregoing, nothing contained herein shall be deemed to*require 

the Company to stay in business or to process leather if, in 

the opinion of the Company's Board of Directors, it is not 

economically advantageous for the Company to do so. 

5.04 Seller recognizes and acknowledges that the Closing 

does not relieve the Seller of any liabilities and obligations 

relating to its ownership and operation of the Division prior 

to the Closing except to the extent expressly provided in Section 

3.06 hereof. Seller agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the 

Company and the Real Property Purchaser against any loss, damage 

or expense with respect to all events occurring or conditions 
created prior to the Closing Date which relate to the Business 

Assets or the Real Property unless expressly assumed pursuant 

to this Agreement. 
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Following the Closing, Seller shall continue to defend 

the Woburn pollution litigation described in Exhibit K hereto 

(the "Woburn Litigation"). The Company and the Real Property 

Purchaser shall cooperate with Seller in its defense of such 
litigation, and shall make available to Seller such personnel 

and records as Seller may reasonably request in connection with 

such matter. In addition, Seller shall have access to the Real 

Property for the purpose of inspecting the same and conducting 

whatever soil or other tests it may reasonably deem necessary 

in connection with the Woburn Litigation. Seller recognizes 
and agrees that to the extent it would have any liability with

Assets and Real Property, Seller shall continue to be responsible 
for such liability notwithstanding the Closing. Specifics iiy, 

Seller shall be responsible for any and all monetary damages, 

including interest and court costs, awarded against it, the 
Company, the Real Property Purchaser or any other stockholder, 
officer or director of the John J. Riley Company prior to its 

merger into the Seller in such matter, for (except as otherwise 
provided in the following sentence) any court-ordered remedial 

action required of it or the" Company to change or rectify any 

environmental condition or situation, and all legal fees and 

other expenses incurred by it, the Company, the Real Property 

Purchaser or any other stockholder, officer or director of the 

John J. Riley Company prior to its merger into the Seller in 
connection with such defense; except that, if any such monetary 
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award provides/ or if it can be reasonably inferred from the 
manner in which such monetary damages are calculated, that all 

or any portion thereof is made in respect of, or if court ordered 

remedial action relates to, events occurring or conditions 

created or exacerbated after the Closing Date, the Company shall 

be responsible for that portion of such award as relates to 

the events occurring or conditions created or exacerbated by 
the Company after the Closing Date. If any judgment against 

Seller or the Company in such matter requires that remedial 

action be taken with respect to the Company's production process 
or that any device, system, facility or other improvement be 

installed or made with respect to the Business Assets, the 

Company shall, at its expense, be responsible for taking such 
action or installing or making such improvement. The foregoing 

allocation of responsibility between Seller and the Company 

shall also be applicable to any other lawsuit or administrative 
proceeding to which Seller and/or the Company is a party, or 

are parties, and which is based upon, related to or arises out 

of the condition or conditions and matter or matters at issue 

in the Woburn Litigation. 

5.05 Pursuant to this Agreement, the Company is assuming 

the duty, obligation and liability to perform, pay, satisfy 

and discharge all duties, liabilities and obligations arising 
from or in connection with the agreement between Local 22 and 

the Division. The parties acknowledge that, pursuant to the 
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aforesaid agreement, Seller contributes to the Leather Worker's 

Union Retirement Fund ("Multiemployer Plan"), a multiemployer 

plan as defined in Section 4001(a)(3) of the Employee Retirement 

Income Security Act of 1974, as amended ("ERISA"). With respect 
to the Multiemployer Plan: 

(a) The Company shall contribute to the 

Multiemployer Plan after the Effective Date with respect 

to the operations of the Division for substantially 

the same number of contribution base units for which 

Seller has an obligation to contribute to the 

Multiemployer Plan with respect to the Division, but 
only to the extent so required by the agreement between 

Local 22 and the Division. 

(b) The Company shall provide to the Multiemployer 

Plan for a period of five years, commencing with the 

first plan year beginning after the Effective Date, 

a bond issued by a corporate surety company that is 

an acceptable surety for purposes of Section 412 of 

ERISA, or an amount to be held in escrow by the 

Multiemployer Plan, in an amount equal to the greater 

of (i) the average annual contribution required to be 

made by Seller with respect to the operations of the 

Division for the three plan years of the Multiemployer 

Plan preceding the plan year in which the Effective 

Date occurs or (ii) the annual contribution Seller was 
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required to make under the Multiemployer Plan with 

respect to the operations of the Division for the last 

plan year prior to the plan year in which the Effective 

Date occurs. The bond or escrow shall provide for 
payment to the Multiemployer Plan if the Company 

withdraws from the Multiemployer Plan in a complete 

or partial withdrawal (as defined in Sections 4203 and 

4205 of ERISA) or fails to make a contribution to the 

Multiemployer Plan, when due, at any time during the 

first five plan years beginning afer the Effective Date. 

Seller shall assist in obtaining the aforementioned

bond and shall pay any premium due in respect thereof. 

(c) If the Company withdraws from the Multiemployer 

Plan in a complete or partial withdrawal (as defined 

in Sections 4203 and 4205 of ERISA) with respect to 

the operations of the Division during the first five 

plan years beginning after the Effective Date, Seller 
shall be secondarily liable for any withdrawal liability 

it would have had to the Multiemployer Plan with respect 

to the operations of the Division (but for Section 4204 

of ERISA) if the liability of the Company with respect 

to the Multiemployer Plan is not paid. 

(d) In the event of the Company's complete or 

partial withdrawal from the Multiemployer Plan 
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(i) after the end of the fifth plan year 
beginning after the Effective Date, 

(ii) in connection with the Company's 

voluntary change of the location of part or all 

of the business with respect to which the Company 
contributes to the Multiemployer Plan, 

(iii) in connection with any decertification 

initiated or materially encouraged by the Company 

or Local 22 or its successor as collective 
bargaining agent for employees of the Company with 

respect to whom the Company contributes to the 

Multiemployer Plan, or 

(iv) in connection with coverage of employees 
of the Company with respect to whom the Company 

contributes to the Multiemployer Plan under an

The gravel filter well shall be of the large diameter 
heavy caisson type, to he installed hy excavating inside of

The casings and screens shall he of heavy construction 

throughout of such diameter and installed to such depths as

The Contractor shall keep an accurate log of the forma­
tions penetrated in the installation of the permanent well;

The actual drawdown in the gravel filter well would be 18* 
at the end of the test when your own Triplex pump was not operating. 
Subtracting the 3' static (ground) water level from 18® this indi­
cates an actual drawdown of 15' from statio (ground) water level 
when pumping an average of 410 G.P.M. Should you desire 500 G.P.M. 
(30,000 gallons per hour), the actual drawdown in the well would be 
between 18 and 19'. 

The gravel filter well as installed is 38' deep and we have 
installed 12' of 24" screen instead of 6' of 24" screen as specified 
There is 26' of 24" blank caisson on top of the screen carried up 
to the top of the well making a total of 38J. The gravel area 
around the screen and caisson is 15" and 18 respectively. 

The well is now complete and when we install the turbine pump 
at a later date we will arrange to install a concrete seal cover 
around the pump column. This can only be done after pump has been 
set in the well. 

We would be very glad to assist you in any-way we can to com­
plete your entire project and when you have the correot level of 
your reservoir established we will figure out for you the proper 
size turbine pump for this application.

These various 
meter readings indicate that your peak load Tuesday, the sixth, 
was between ten A.M. and eleven A.M., 24C0 cubic feet (or an 
average of 300 G.P.M.). 

Your average load for Wednesday, the seventh, was 1800 
cubic feet (or an average of 230 G.P.IS.). The low average for 
both days was between three and four P.M. Wednesday, the seventh, 
1200 cubic feet (or 150 G.P.H.). 

The data on your water tank indicates that between nine 
A.M. and noon there is a lowering of the water level, being 
approximately 7'.

After analyzing the material and studying the test results, we 
recommend and propose the following: 

To furnish all equipment, labor, and materials to construct a 
24" x 18'J gravel packed well to a depth of 49' with 10' of stainless 
steel well screen. Developed and test pumped for one hour. 

The well will have a capacity of up to 700 GPM as determined by 
the pump test.

Not included: Site preparation, permits, access across MDC 

right of way, taxes, structures. 
The pumping equipment would be sized after the pumping test, but 

ad budget figure could be $17,000.00 to duplicate what you presently 
have. An alternate would be a turbine pump at approximately $11,000.00. 
Neither price includes installation, an additional $1,500.00. 

Not included: Discharge gate valve, check valve, electrical, 
structures, taxes. 

On January 23rd the existing well was test pumped at 586 GPM for 
one hour fifteen minutes with a drawdown of 27'-6V' or a specific 
capacity of 21.3 gallons per minute per foct of drawdown (gpf) . The 
well when originally installed showed 51 GPF after a 24 hour pump test. 
A similar test (1.25 hr.) in 1977 showed a capacity of 66 GPF*after 
chemical treatment and redevelopment. During the test, grab samples 
were taken without any trace of sand. The well is plugged by either 
mineral encrustation, iron bacteria growth or sand locking and 
has fallen off 65% since 1977. 

Immediate treatment would involve injecting chlorine into the 
well followed by 1000 gallons of water to push it into the formation. 
This if followed by muriatic acid and another 100 gallons of water. 
Let this stand overnight and then pump to waste. There is a good 
chance this will temporarily improve the GPM/ft. of drawdown. Two days 
would be sufficient to accomplish this treatment. Labor would be 
at the published service rates for chemical injection and setting up 
the discharge. Pumping to waste, monitoring PH and line neutralizing 
will be done by Riley personnel. 

This treatment is at best a temporary solution that may improve 
the condition of the well. The more conventional method is to redevelop

the well using a drill rig, removing the pump, chemically treating 
and surging, tying the well up. This is similar to work performed when 
the well came back to the 66 GPF in 1977. 

The plugging now evident appears to be caused by a rapid growth 
of either iron bacteria or iron on manganese encrustation formed in 
the formation immediately surrounding the well screen. This plugging 
further causes particles, which normally from time to time pass through 
the screen, to bridge and further plugging results. 

The redevelopment with a drill rig not only cleans the immediate 
area of the screen, but further works the formation to break up this 
bridging of smaller particles. In practice most wells in unconsolidated 
materials with known iron analysis and bacterial growth tend to plug 
within 5 years. Some naturally la3t longer, some less, depending on many 
variables. 

We cannot forecast the results, if any, of the chemical injection 
alone. Adding chlorine and muriatic acid is the manner we propose, does 
not require any removal of equipment nor the use of a drill rig. It 
will dissolve and break up some encrustation, but to what extent is 
not known. It is an immediate attempt with little time involved and the 
results could be beneficial. 

In any case, the projected time it will retard the plugging is 
measured in months, not years. We suspect the well will re-plug rapidly 
to a condition that full redevelopment is necessary at some time in the 
near future. 

The addition of a second well would reduce the burden thu3 the 
rapidity at which plugging occurs. 

The submersible motors will be sent to L.A. after M.E.C. returns 
one they are inspecting. The accompanying pump will be dismantled, 
cleaned and inspected and then you will receive a written report of 
the condition and estimated repair costs. A 50KP exchange motor and 
ca> le are on order and are scheduled for the third week of March. 
Eyron Jackson made a mistake when they said there were eight 220 volt 
motors - there were 400. We apologize for Byron Jackson's error and 
they will do everything to expedite the delivery.

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BY-LAWS 
OF 

WILDWOOD CONSERVATION CORPORATION 

SECTION 1. NAME, PURPOSES, LOCATION, 
CORPORATE SEAL AND FISCAL 
YEAR 

1.1 Name and Purposes. The name and purposes of the 
corporation shall be as set forth in the Articles of Organiza­
tion. 

1.2 Location. The principal office of the corporation 
in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts shall initially be located 
at the place set forth in the Articles of Orcanization. The 
Directors may change the location of the principal office in the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts effective upon filina a certificate 
with the Secretary of the Commonwealth. 

1-3 Corporate Seal.. The Directors may adopt and alter 
the seal of the corporation. 

1.4 r iscal Year. The fiscal year of the corporation 
shall, unless otherwise decided by the Directors, end on December 
31 in each year. 

SECTION 2. MEMBERS 
2.1 Classes cf Membership. There shall be the follcwir classes of membership: 

(a) Corporate Membership. Corporate members shall be 
the only members entitled to notice of or to vote at meetings 
of^corporate members or to 'exercise or have such powers, riohts 
ana privileges -as are conferred by law upon members of a corpora­
tion incorporated_under Chapter 180 of the General Laws, and"for 
the purpose of said General Laws shall be deemed to be the only 
members of the corporation. 

(k) Other Classes of Me.-.oershjp. The corporate members 
--°m time to time establish such other classes of membership a 

t..ey shall in their sole discretion deem appropriate. 
2.2 Corporate Members. Such persons as may be so 

designated by the Incorporator at the initial meeting of the 
corporation and thereafter by the then corporate members shall 
be corporate members without limit of time. 

2-3 Other Members. Members other than corporate member 
may from time to time be designated by the corporate members oursu 
to Section 2.1 (2D) . 
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2.4 Powers and Rights. In addition to the right to 
elect Directors as provided in Section 3.1 and such other powers 
and rights as are vested in them by law, the Articles of Orcaniza-
tion or these By-laws, the corporate members shall have such other 
powers and rights as the Director:, may designate. 

2.5 Suspension or Removal. A corporate member may be 
suspended or removed with or without cause by vote of a majoritv 
of the corporate members. A corporate member may be removed fcr 
cause only after reasonable notice and opportunity to be heard. 

2.6 Resignation. A corporate member may resign by 
delivering a written resignation to the President, Treasurer'or 
Clerk, to a meeting of the corporate members or Directors, or to 
the corporation at its principal office. The resignation shall 
be effective_upon receipt (unless specified to be effective at 
some other time), and its acceptance shall not be.necessary to 
make it effective unless it so"states. 

2.7 Annual Meetings. The annual meeting of the 
corporate members shall be held at nine o'clock A.M. on the 
second Tuesday of March in each year or if that date is a legal 
holiday in the place where the meeting is to be held, then at 
the same hour on the next succeeding day not a legal holiday. 
The annual meeting may be held at the principal office of the 
corporation or at such other place within the United States as 
the Directors shall determine. No change in the date fixed in 
these By-laws for the annual meeting shall be made within sixtv 
days be fore_the date stated herein. Notice of any change of the 
ua_e fixed in these By—laws for the annual meeting shall be given 
to all corporate members at least twenty days before the new date 
fixed for such meeting. 

If no annual meeting is held in accordance with the 
foregoing provisions, a special meeting may be held in place 
thereof, and any action taken at such meeting shall have the 
same effect as if taken at the annual meeting. 

2.8 Recular Meetings. Regular meetings of the corcorat 
members may be held at such places within the United States and at 
such times as the corporate members may determine. 

2.9 Special Meetings. Special meetings of the corporat 
members may be held at any time and at any place"within the United 
States. Special meetings of the corporate members may be called 
by the President or by the Directors, and shall be called by the 
Clerk, or in the case of the death, absence, incapacity or refusal 
of the Clerk, by any other officer, upon written application of 
three or more corporate members. 

2.10 Call and Notices. 

(a) All Meetings. Reasonable and sufficient notice cf 
the time and place of all meetings of the corporate members shall 
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be criven to each corporate member as provided below. Such notice, 
if the meeting is called otherwise than by the Clerk, may be a 
copy of the call of the meeting; and if the meeting is not other­
wise called, such notice given by the Clerk shall constitute a call 
of the meeting. Notices of all meetings of corporate members shall 
state the purposes for which the meetings are called. No notice 
need be given to any corporate member if a written waiver of notice, 
executed before or after the meeting by the member, or his attorney 
thereunto authorized, is filed with the records of the meeting. 

(b) Reasonable and Sufficient Notice. Except as other­
wise expressly provided, it shall be reasonable and sufficient 
notice to a corporate member to send notice by mail at least forty-
eight hours or by telegram at least twenty-four hours before the 
meeting addressed to the member at the member's usual or last known 
business or,residence address or to give notice to the member in person 
or by telephone at least twenty-four hours before the meeting. 

2.11 Quorum. At any meeting of the corporate members 
a majority of the corporate members (whether present in person or 
duly represented) shall constitute a quorum. Any meeting may be 
adjourned to such date or dates not more than 90 days after the 
first session of the meeting by a majority of the votes cast upon 
the question, whether or not a quorum is present, and the meeting 
may be held as adjourned without further notice. 

2.12 Action by Vote. Each corporate member shall have 
one vote. When a quorum is present at any meeting, a majority 
of the votes properly cast by corporate members present in person 
or duly represented shall decide any questicn, including election 
to any office, unless otherwise provided by law, the Articles of 
Organization, or these By-laws. 

2.13 Action bv Writing. Any action required or permitted 
to be taken at any meeting of the corporate members may be taken 
without a meeting if all corporate members entitled to vote on the 
matter conuant to the action in writing and the written consents 
are filed with the records of the meeting of the corporate members. 
Such consents shall be treated for all purposes as a vote at a 
meeting. 

2.14 Proxies. Corporate members may vote either in person 
or by written proxy dated not more than six months before the meeting 
named therein, which proxies shall be filed before being voted with 
the Clerk or other person responsible for recording the proceedings 
of the meeting. Unless otherwise specifically limited by their terms, 
such proxies shall entitle the holders thereof to vote at any adjourn­
ment of the meeting but the proxy shall terminate after the final 
adjournment of such meeting. 

2.15 Compensation. Corporate members shall not be pre­
cluded from serving the corporation in any other capacity and 
receiving compensation for any such services. 
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SECTION 3. BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
3.1 Number and Election. The corporate members 

annually at their annual meeting shall fix the humber of 
Directors and shall elect the number of Directors so fixed. 
At any special or regular meeting the corporate members or 
Directors may increase the number of Directors and elect new 
Directors to complete the numbers so fixed; or they may decrease 
the number of Directors, but only to eliminate vacancies existing 
by reason of the death, resignation, removal or disqualification 
of one or more Directors. A Director may but need not be a corporate 
member. 

3.2 Tenure. Each Director, including those elected to 
fill vacancies under Section 3.7, shall hold office until the next 
annual meeting of corporate members and until that Director's successor 
is elected and qualified, or until that Director sooner dies, resigns, 
is removed or becomes disqualified. 

3.3 Powers. The affairs of the corporation shall be 
managed by the Directors who shall have and may exercise all the 
powers of the corporation, except those powers reserved to the 
corporate members by law, the Articles of Organization or these 
By-laws. 

3.4 Committees. The Directors may elect or appoint 
one or more committees and may delegate to any such committee 
or committees any or all of their powers. Unless the Directors 
otherwise designate, committees shall conduct their affairs in 
the same manner as is provided in these By-laws for the Directors. 
The members of any committee shall remain in office at the pleasure 
of the Directors. 

3.5 Suspension or Removal. A Director may be suspended 
or removed (a) with or without cause by vote of a majority of the 
corporate' members c.. (b) with cause by vote of a majority of the 
Directors then in office. A Director may be removed with cause 
only after reasonable notice and opportunity to be heard. 

3.6 Resignation. A Director may resign by delivering 
a written resignation to the President, Treasurer or Clerk, to a 
meeting of the corporate members or Directors, or to the corpora­
tion at its principal office. The resignation shall be effective 
upon receipt (unless specified to be effective at some other time) 
and its acceptance shall not be necessary to make it effective 
unless it so states. 

3.7 Vacancies. Any vacancy in the Board of Directors, 
except a vacancy resulting from enlargement which must be filled 
in accordance with Section 3.1, may be filled by the corporate 
members or Directors. The Directors shall have and may exercise 

their powers notwithstanding the existence of one or more 
vacancies in their number. 
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3.8 Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the 
Directors may be held at such places and at such times as 
the Directors may determine. 

3.9 Special Meetings. Special meetings of the 
Directors may be held at any time and at any place when 
called by the President, or by three or more Directors. 

3.10 Call and Notice. 
(a) All Meetings. Resonable and sufficient notice 

of the time and place of all meetings of the Directors shall 
be given to each Director as provided below. Such notice may be 
a copy of the call of the meeting; and if the meeting is not other­
wise called, such notice given by the Clerk shall constitute a call 
of the meeting. Notices of all meetings of Directors shall state 
the purposes for which the meetings are called. No notice need 
be given to any Director if a written waiver of notice, executed 
before or after the meeting by the Director, or of the Director's 
attorney thereunto authorized, is filed with the records of the 
meeting. 

(b) Reasonable and Sufficient Notice. Except as other­
wise expressly provided, it shall be reasonable and sufficient notice

3.12 Action bv Vote. When a quorum is present at any 
meeting, a majority of the Directors present and voting shall 
decide any question, including election of officers, unless other­
wise provided by law, the Articles of Organization, or these By-laws. 

3.13 Action bv Writing. Any action required or permitted 
to be taken at any meeting of the Directors may be taken without 
meeting if all the Directors consent to the action in writing and 
the written consents are filed with the records of the meetings 
of the Directors. Such consents shall be treated for all purposes 
as a vote at a meeting. 

3.14 Compensation. Directors shall not be precluded 
from serving the corporation in any other capacity and receiving 
compensation for any such services. 
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SECTION 4. OFFICERS AND AGENTS 
4.1 Number and Qualification. The. officers of the 

corporation shall be a President, Treasurer, Clerk and such 
other officers, if any, as the Directors may determine. The 
officers of the corporation shall have the respective powers 
and duties provided by these By-laws and such other respective 
powers and duties as the Directors shall from time to time 
designate. The corporation may also have such agents, if any, 
as the Directors may appoint. An officer may but need not be 
a Director or corporate member. The Clerk shall be a resident 
of Massachusetts unless the corporation has a resident agent 
duly appointed for the purposes of service of process. A person 
may hold more than one office at the same time. If required by 
the Directors, any officer shall give the corporation a bond for 
the faithful performance of his duties in such amount and with such 
surety or sureties as shall be satisfactory to the Directors. 

4.2 Election. The President, Treasurer and Clerk shall 
be elected annually by the Directors at their first meeting 
following the annual meeting of the corporate members. Other 
officers, if any, may be elected by the Directors at any time. 

4.3 Tenure. The President, Treasurer and Clerk shall 
each hold office until the first meeting of the Directors following 
the next annual meeting of the corporate members and until the 
officer's successor is chosen and qualified, and each other officer 
shall hold office until such first meeting of the Directors following 
the next annual meeting of the corporate members unless a shorter 
period shall have been specified by the terms of the officer's election 
or appointment, or in each case until the officer sooner dies, resigns, 
is removed or becomes disqualified. Each agent shall retain that 
agent's authority at the pleasure of the Directors. 

4.4 President. The President shall be the chief 
executive officer of the corporation and, subject to the control 
of the Directors, shall have general charge and supervision 
of the affairs of the corporation. The President shall preside 
at all meetings of the corporate members and at all meetings of 
the Directors, except as the corporate members or Directors 
othewis-e determine. 

4.5 Treasurer. The Treasurer shall be the chief financial 
officer and the chief accounting officer of the corporation. The 
Treasurer shall be in charge of its financial affairs, funds, securi­
ties and valuable papers and shall keep full and accurate records 
thereof. The Treasurer shall also be in charge of its books of 
account and accounting records, and of its accounting procedures. 

4.6 Clerk. The Clerk shall record and maintain records 
of all proceedings of the corporate members and Directors, which 
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records shall be kept within the Commonwealth at the principal 
office of the corporation or at an office of its Clerk or of its 
resident agent, and shall be open at all reasonable times to the 
inspection of any corporate member. Such records shall also 
include records of all meetings of the Incorporator and the original, 
or attested copies, of the Articles of Organization and By-laws 
and names of all corporate members and Directors and the address 
of each. If the Clerk is absent from any meeting of corporate 
members or Directors, a Temporary Clerk chosen at the meeting shall 
exercise the duties of the Clerk at the meeting. 

4.7 Suspension or Removal. An officer may be suspended 
or removed with or without cause by vote of a majority of Directors 
then in office at any special meeting called for such purpose or at 
any regular meeting. An officer may be removed with cause only 
after reasonable notice and opportunity to be heard. 

4.8 Resignation. An officer may resign by delivering 
a written resignation to the President, Treasurer or Clerk, to a 
meeting of the corporate members or Directors, or to the corpora­
tion at its principal office. The resignation shall be effective 
upon receipt (unless specified to be effective at some other time), 
and its acceptance shall not be necessary to make it effective 
unless it so states. 

4.9 Vacancies. If the office of any officer becomes 
vacant, the Directors may elect a successor. Each such successor 
shall hold office for the unexpired term, and in the case of the 
President, Treasurer and Clerk until his or her successor is elected 
and qualified, or in each case until he or she sooner dies, resigns, 
is removed or becomes disqualified. 

SECTION 5. EXECUTION OF PAPERS 
Except as the Directors may generally or in particular 

cases authorize the execution thereof in some other manner, all 
deeds, leases, transfers, contracts, bonds, notes, checks, drafts 
and other obligations made, accepted or endorsed by the corporation 
shall be signed by the President or by the Treasurer. 

SECTION 6. NO PERSONAL LIABILITY; INDEMNITY 
6.1 No Personal Liability. The corporate members, 

Directors and officers of the corporation shall not be personally 
liable for any debt, liability or obligation of the corporation. 
All persons, corporations or other entities extending credit to, 
contracting with, or having any claim against, the corporation, 
may look only to the funds and property of the corporation for 
the payment of any debt, damages, judgment or decree, or of any 
money that may otherwise become due or payable to them from the 
corporation. 
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6.2 Indemnity. The corporation shall, to the extent 
legally permissible and only to the extent that the status of 
the corporation as an organization exempt under Section 501(c)(3) 
of the Internal Revenue Code is not affected thereby, indemnify 
each of its Directors, officers, employees and other agents (including 
persons who serve at its request as Directors, officers, employees 
or other agents of another organization in which it has an interest) 
against all liabilities and expenses, including amounts paid in 
satisfaction of judgments, in compromise or as fines and penalties, 
and counsel fees, reasonably incurred by such person in connection 
with the defense or disposition of any action, suit or other pro­
ceeding, whether civil or criminal, in which such person may be 
involved or with which such person may be threatened, while in 
office or thereafter, by reason of such person being or having been 
such a Director, officer, employee or agent, except with respect to 
any matter as to which such person shall have been adjudicated in any 
proceeding not to have acted in good faith in the reasonable belief 
that his or her action was in the best interests of the corporation; 
provided, however, that as to any matter disposed of by a compromise 
payment by such Director, officer, employee or agent, pursuant to a 
consent decree or otherwise, no indemnification either for said pay­
ment or for any other expenses shall be provided unless such compromise 
shall be approved as in the best interests of the corporation, after 
notice that it involves such indemnification; (a) by a disinterested 
majority of the Directors then in office; or (b) by a majority of the 
disinterested Directors then in office, provided that there has been 
obtained an opinion in writing of independent legal counsel to the 
effect that such Director, officer, employee or agent appears to have 
acted in good faith in the reasonable belief that his or her action 
was in the best interests of the corporation; or (c) by a majority of 
the disinterested members entitled to vote, voting as a single class. 
Expenses, including counsel fees, reasonably incurred by any such 
Director, officer, trustee, employee or agent in connection with the 
derense or disposition of any such action, suit or other proceeding 
may be paid from time to time by the corporation in advance of the 
final disposition thereof upon receipt of an undertaking by such 
individual to repay the amounts so paid to the corporation if such 
person shall be adjudicated to be not entitled to indemnification 
under Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 180, Section 6. The right 
of indemnification hereby provided shall not be exclusive of or affect 
any other rights to which any Director, officer, employee or agent 
may be entitled. Nothing contained herein shall affect any rights 
to indemnification to which corporate personnel may be entitled by 
contract or otherwise under law. As used in this paragraph, the 
terms "Directors," "officer," employee' and "agent" include their 
respective heirs, executors and administrators, and an "interested" 
Director is one against whom in such capacity the proceedings in 
question or another proceeding on the same or similar grounds is 
thenpending. 

6.3 Interested Parties. No person shall be disqualified 
from holding any office by reason of any interest. In the absence 
of fraud, any Director, officer, or member of this corporation 
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individually or any individual having any interest in any concern 
in which any such Directors, officers, members, or individuals have 
any interest, may be a party to, or may be pecuniarily or otherwise 
interested in, any contract, transaction, or other act of this 
corporation, and 

(a) such contract, transaction, or act shall not be 
in any way invalidated or otherwise affected by 
that fact; 

(b) no such Director, officer, member, or individual 
shall be liable to account to this corporation 
for any profit or benefit realized through any 
such contract, transaction, or act; and 

(c) any such Director of this corporation may be 
counted in determining the existence of a quorum 
at any meeting of the Directors or of any 
committee thereof which shall authorize any such 
contract, transaction, or act, and may vote to 
authorize the same. 

As used herein, the term "interest" includes personal interest 
and interest as a Director, officer, stockholder, shareholder, 
trustee, member or beneficiary of any concern; and the term 
"concern" means any corporation, association, trust, partnership, 
firm, person, or other entity other than this corporation. 

SECTION 7. AMENDMENTS 
These By—laws may be altered, amended or reoealed in 

whole or in part by vote of a majority of the Directors then 
in office, except with respect to any provision thereof which 
by law, the Articles of Organization or these By-laws requires 
action by the corporate members. Not later than the time of 
giving notice of the meeting of corporate members next following 
the making, amending, or repealing by the Directors of any By-laws, 
notice thereof stating the substance of such change shall'be 
given to all corporate members. The corporate members may alter, 
amend or repeal any By-laws adopted by the Directors or otherwise 
or adopt, alter, amend or repeal any provision which by law, the 
Abides of Organization or these By-laws requires action by 
the corporate members.

provided the ground water table is not further affected by lack of 
precipitation and/or over pumping. 
Well No. 2. (Attached Pump Test Log.) 

The information obtained during this test was limited due to 
the fact that wo could not measure the capacity, but could only 
obtain pumping levels. 

This x*ell is approximately ij.9'6" in depth, equipped with 1?* of 
2k" screen (top set at 3k'6"). 

Our first reading (lit') was taken at 7:3^ a.m. The ourro was 
running at this time, but we presume that there was little or no 
demand on the system, so we are using this Ik* figure as the 3tatie 
water level. During our tests we had a maximum punning level of 
30*6" below the head of the pump, or approximately k' above t^e ton 
of the well screen. The actual drawdown, considering that ik* is the 
correct static, was 16*6". Since we do not know the numninr* rate at 
the time of the water level readings, we cannot establish whether the 
well has fallen off in capacit-"- or not, but do know that the static 
water table in thia site is also being affected. 

If the Ik* measurement is the correct 3tatic water level, the 
ground wator table at this site has been lowered approximately lo'i. 

In order to perform a true performance test on the vrell, it 
would be necessary to have the well shut down for a period of tine, 
perhaps over a week end, so that we could get a true 3tatic water 
level. At this time we would install a temnorarv blow-off on the 
pump head and conduct a pump test measuring drawdown, capacity and 
pressures on the pump, while pumping to waste and not to the system.

At your request our firm conducted performanee tests on your 
existing gravel peeked wells No. 1 and 2 with the following results. 

Well No. 1. (Attached Pump T«st Log) 

This well was test pumped at a rate of 30!? gallons per minute 
to waste with a pumping level of 26», or an actual drawdown of 13 »±. 
At this rate It was determined that the well is capable of delivering 
approximately 2$ GPM per ffeot of drawdown. 

Well No, 1 is approximately 38* in depth, equipped with 12* of 
Zk" screen (top set at 26*), Please note that the pumping level 
during our teat was at the top of the screen. 

On the original pumping test of the newly constructed well in 
April of 19U5, the static water table was approximately 3* below the 
original ground level. The test was conducted at the rate of U2L0 OPM 
with an actual drawdown of 15*, or a specific yield of 26 GFK per 
foot of drewdewn. 

The specific yield of the original test aid the one recently 
performed are basically identical, with th* exception that the static 
water level Is approximately 10* lower now.

The pump was 
running at this time, but we presume that there was little or no 
demand on the system, so we are using this IV figure as the static 
water level. During our tests we had a maximum pumuing level of 
30*6" below the head of the pump, or approximately V above the top 
of the well screen. The actual dravdowr considering that IV is the 
correct static, was 16*6". Since we do n ?t 'enow the Trumping rate at 
the time of the water level readings, we cannot establish whether'the 
well has-falien off In capacity or not, but do know that the static 
water table in this site is also being affected. 

If the lit® measurement is the correct static water level, the 
ground water table at this site has been lowered approximately IV*. 

In order to perform a true performance test on the well, it 
would be necessary to have the well shut down for a period of time, 
perhaps over a week end, so that we eould get a true static water ~ 
level. At this time we would Install a temporary blow-off on the 
pump head and conduct a pump test measuring drawdown, capacity and 
pressures on the pump, while pumping to waste and not to the system.

On January 23, 1981, the existing well was pumped at 586 GPM for 
an hour fifteen minutes. Well 81-3 had a drawdown of 6". 

After analyzing the material and studying the test results, we 
recommend and propose the following: 

To furnish all equipment, labor, and materials to construct a 
24" x 18" gravel packed well to a depth of 49' with 10» of stainless 
steel well screen. Developed and test pumped for one hour. 

The well will have a capacity of up to 700 GPM as determined by 
the pump test. 

PRICE: $ 40,600.00 

Not included: Site preparation, permits, access across MDC 
right of way, taxes, structures. 

The pumping equipment would be sized after the pumping test, but 
ad budget figure could be $17,000.00 to duplicate what you presently 
have. An alternate would be a turbine pump at approximately $11,000.00. 
Neither price includes installation, an additional $1,500.00. 

Not included: Discharge gate valve, check valve, electrical, 
structures, taxes. 

On January 23rd the existing well was test pumped at 586 GPM for 
one hour fifteen minutes with a drawdown of 27'-6H" or a specific 
capacity of 21.3 gallons per minute per foot of drawdown (gpf). The 
well when originally installed showed 51 GPF after a 24 hour pump test. 
A similar test (1.25 hr.) in 1977 showed a capacity of 66 GPF after 
chemical treatment and redevelopment. During the test, grab samples 
were taken without any trace of sand. The well is plugged by either 
mineral encrustation, iron bacteria growth or sand locking and 
has fallen off 65% since 1977. 

Immediate treatment would involve injecting chlorine into the 
well followed by 1000 gallons of water to push it into the formation. 
This if followed by muriatic acid and another 100 gallons of water. 
Let this stand overnight and then pump to waste. There is a good 
chance this will temporarily improve the GPM/ft. of drawdown. Two days 
would be sufficient to accomplish this treatment. Labor would be 
at the published service rates for chemical injection and setting up 
the discharge. Pumping to waste, monitoring PH and line neutralizing 
WJ-11 be done by Riley personnel. 

This treatment is at best a temporary solution that may improve 
the condition of the well. The more conventional method is to redevelop 



the well using a drill rig, removing the pump, chemically treating 
and surging, tying the well up. This i3 similar to work performed when 
the well came back to the 66 GPF in 1977. 

The plugging now evident appears to be caused by a rapid growth 
of either iron bacteria or iron on manganese encrustation formed in 
the formation immediately surrounding the well screen. This plugging 
further causes particles, which normally from time to time pass through 
the screen, to bridge and further plugging results. 

The redevelopment with a drill rig not only cleans the immediate 
area of the screen, but further works the formation to break up this 
bridging of smaller particles. In practice most wells in unconsolidated 
materials with known iron analysis and bacterial growth tend to plug 
within 5 years. Some naturally last longer, some less, depending on many 
variables. 

We cannot forecast the results, if any, of the chemical injection 
alone. Adding chlorine and muriatic acid is the manner we propose, does 
not require any removal of equipment nor the use of a drill rig. It 
will dissolve and break up some encrustation, but to what extent is 
not known. It is an immediate attempt with little time involved and the 
results could be beneficial. 

In any case, the projected time it will retard the plugging is 
measured in months, not years. We suspect the well will re-plug rapidly 
to a condition that full redevelopment is necessary at some time in the 
near future. 

The addition of a second well would reduce the burden thus the 
rapidity at which plugging occurs. 

The submersible motors will be sent to L.A. after M.E.C. returns 
one they are inspecting. The accompanying pump will be dismantled, 
cleaned and inspected and then you will receive a written report of 
the condition and estimated repair costs. A 50HP exchange motor and 
cable are on order and are scheduled for the third week of March. 
Eyron Jackson made a mistake when they said there were eight 220 volt 
motors - there were 400. We apologize for Byron Jackson'3 error and 
they will do everything to expedite the delivery.
