boom in the river at this location.

oil or sheen was observed following agitation of sediment along shoreline at 
this location. 

· Sediment agitation at Saylor’s Landing. No sheen observed. 
· Observed TarGOST survey crews in overbank on peninsula at MP2.50

· Observed Set up of Ultra-violet Optical Sensing Tool (UVOST) sensor at
