A total of 28 locations had an overall submerged oil category of none, 15 and 2 locations
were too cold in the sediment to take a reading.

All locations SOTF #9 visited except two, registered above the minimum temperature
requirement of 60 degrees F. Observed temperatures ranged from 60.2 to 68.5 degrees F.

Poling operations were not significantly impacted by weather or vegetation within focus
areas. Shallow river conditions and vegetation did however impede boat navigation to a
limited degree. SOTF#9 was able to successfully navigate to all tasked poling
reassessment locations. SOTF was not equipped with a Leica today, so we teamed up
with Tetra Tech Team H. They staked our locations and we took readings.
