
  
 

 
 

 
 
 

    

    

  

 

 

 

Bandera road 
reuse planning 

Planning for the Future 
The Bandera Road Superfund Site includes a groundwater plume and source areas within the Leon Valley Town Center. The City 
of Leon Valley recently completed a Redevelopment Master Plan that promotes a town center along Bandera Road including the 
Four Corners intersection at Poss Road. Leon Valley is seeking to proactively guide and support redevelopment within the city 
limits and specifically along Bandera Road. Key goals include promoting a Town Center, creating a sense of place that identifies 
Leon Valley as a distinctive community within the San Antonio region, and attracting young professionals by supporting a live/ 
work lifestyle in Leon Valley. 

With funding from EPA’s Superfund Redevelopment Initiative, EPA Region 6 is sponsoring a reuse suitability assessment for the 
Bandera Road Superfund Site (Site).   The purpose of the assessment is to identify the reasonably anticipated future land use 
to help inform remedy selection and considerations for the cleanup. The reuse assessment is expected to be finalized in July 
2010, and remedy selection for the Site is expected to take place in late 2010.  For further information about site remediation, 
please contact  Chris Villarreal (Villarreal.Chris@epa.gov, 214.665.6758).
