Tom,

 I would like to thank you for giving me the opportunity to participate in the meeting this past Monday.  It was very informative and interesting.  Crompco would really like to remain in the loop with what is going on with the stage II program from EPA’s perspective.  Stage II vapor recovery compliance testing is a large part of our business and we feel it is an important part of the puzzle for cleaner air.  I actually was disappointed to see that out of the 18 states where we perform work, only 1 air quality regulator (Tom Denormandie, MA DEP) was present (via speakerphone) at this meeting.  I was expecting to see many of the regulators who we deal with on a day-to-day basis at this meeting (ME, NH, VT, MA, RI, CT, NY, NJ, PA, OH, DE, MD, VA, D.C., FL counties).  Is there any explanation why they would not be present at this important meeting which will eventually affect their state’s entire stage II vapor recovery program??  I was very surprised that they were virtually non-existent at the meeting.

 It is Crompco’s position that the stage II vapor recovery program is an extremely important part of controlling fugitive emissions from GDF’s.  The testing data that I am presenting to you will clearly demonstrate the need to properly maintain and periodically survey the effectiveness of these systems on a basis more frequent than every 5 years (annually seems more prudent).  As you can see by looking at the data, as testing frequency goes up, failure percentage goes down because these systems are being looked at on a more frequent basis and being properly maintained.  

 I think it would be interesting to breakdown the pressure decay tests (static pressure performance) even further to balance vs. vac-assist since the vac-assist sites seem to be the ones which are going to cause the most problems with ORVR incompatibility.  I can do this for you in the next couple of days if you feel it would help you out.  Let me know how Crompco can assist the EPA on this issue.
