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Targets of Opportunity (cont’d)

«+Event planners control the destiny of tons of waste

For example, a 2005 California study found:

v Each person generates 2.44 Ibs. of waste/day at an event

vNearly half of the waste Is cardboard, paper and plastic and
all of these are potentially recyclable!



Litter and overflowing waste containers detract from your event.
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Tips on Successful Event Recycling

«Start slow and keep it simple
+Work with vendors before the public
+Get Commitment from the top

«Start with cardboard, beverage containers, or
mixed paper

«+Set up recycling bins near trash cans
«+Have volunteers monitor and empty bins
«+Have clear, direct signs

<+ Containers: The right container Is crucial, but
purchasing a lot at once can be expensive.

Where do | find free or low-cost containers?

vContact your local recycling coordinator and ask if they
have containers for loan or free

vSome communities like City of Pittsburgh, City of
Madison, W1, Boise, ID, and St. Louis County, MO offer bin
loan programs
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Containers that work!
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These collapsible recycling bins are on loan from the City of Pittsburgh
to capture beverage containers in a festival vending area.

+ Keep them Simple and Direct!

« Wording such as “Metal Cans and Plastic Bottles
Only” works better than “Place Recyclables Here”

« Make sure they can be seen above crowds
